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INTRODUCTION

In 46 BC Julius Caesar changed the world. He had been invited to a dinner
party on Queen Cleopatra’s barge and found himself seated next to one of
her court astronomers, Sosigenes. The two men became absorbed in
conversation and were inseparable all night. The discussion was about
calendars. The Roman calendar had been a mess for decades. It was based
on the Moon, so intercalary months needed to be added every eight years in
order to align it with the seasons. Although lunar calendars were
commonplace throughout the Mediterranean, Roman priests had been
adding and subtracting months willy-nilly to extend the terms of politicians
in office they favored and shorten the terms of those they disliked. Indeed,
their manipulation of time was wreaking havoc on shipping, commerce, and
tax collecting.

Sosigenes suggested switching over to the Egyptian calendar, which was
based on the Sun. Centuries earlier the Egyptians had calculated that it took
the Sun 365% days to return to the place in the sky where it was at the
spring equinox. He demonstrated to Caesar that by dividing the year into
twelve months—one month of 30 days alternating with another of 31—he
could create a consistent year of 366 days and then reduce February by one
more day in order to sync the calendar to the Sun. That way, instead of
having to add or subtract an entire month every eight years, all Caesar had
to do was add one day to February once every four years. This was the
origin of the Julian calendar—named after Julius Caesar, of course—and it
standardized timekeeping throughout the republic. Sundials and obelisks
(both Egyptian inventions) soon became all the rage as Roman citizens
were able to clock for themselves the time of day, month, and year.
Moreover, this change of calendars gave birth to Western astrology—which
had been based on the Moon since the twilight days of Babylon and would,
from Julius Caesar on, be based on the blazing Sun.



Your birth chart is a calendar. One that’s unique to you because it’s a
picture of the heavens at the moment of your birth. You can think of it as a
screenshot of the sky—your sky—and this individualized star map will
guide you throughout your entire life. It tells you when you are in season or
out, and when’s a good time to start a venture or think better of it; it shows
you grace periods where you can breeze right past obstacles and it gives
you a heads-up on future rough patches where you can expect resistance.
And like the calendar, this can all be done according to the Sun—which is
why it’s so important to know where the Sun is in your birth chart. Not
everyone was born with the Sun shining overhead. Many of us were born
when the Sun had already set. People born in the early-morning hours aren’t
going to be like people born in the late afternoon any more than people born
in the middle of autumn are going to have the same outlook on life as those
born in the spring. This book will also describe your individual elemental
temperament as depicted by the planets in your birth chart. This will be
easy for you to understand because everything relates back to the Sun. The
Sun represents you in your birth chart, and we will be using it as the “You
Are Here” planet throughout this book.

How to Use This Book

You will need a copy of your birth chart and for that you will need to know
your birthday and year, birth time, and birthplace. You can download a copy
of your birth chart from my website: RulingPlanets.com.

If you don’t know your birth time, then use 12 PM. Astrologers often
use noon as a default time because it still gives a general idea of where the
Moon is. You may not be able to distinguish if you’re a day or night birth,
but at least you’ll get a list of the planets for your birthday and that will still
allow you to use this book.

1. Identify your Sun sign (you can do this by looking up your birthday on this
page).

2. Find your season: Are you spring, summer, autumn, or winter?

3. What’s your mode: Are you an unstoppable force? An immovable object?
Or are you the one trying to make an impossible situation work?



4. Are you a day or night birth? This is significant because if you’re a
nighttime birth, then the Moon is going to be just as important as the Sun
in your chart—maybe even more so.

5. What’s your elemental makeup? This is what really unpacks the birth chart.
The four elements—water, earth, air, and fire—describe the cornerstones
of your personality: your emotional life, material welfare, social skills,
and spiritual beliefs. Based on the seasons, the four elements are rarely
evenly distributed in a birth chart, and how they work with (and
sometimes against) the Sun speaks to your temperament.

6. Explore the Sun in the signs. This section describes the Sun as it passes
through the twelve zodiac signs in calendrical order. You can use this to
read about yourself—along with loved ones and friends—but you can
also use it to identify your ruling planet. This is the planet that rules your
Sun sign, so you’ll want to look it up (along with the sign that it’s in) to
read more about how your Sun’s energy will be directed in life. Finally,
you can use this Sun sign section to get a fuller grasp of the seasonal
disposition of the other planets in your chart.

7. Get to know the planets. This section describes the planets in your chart
along with the signs that they are in. Each planet will refer back to your
Sun (i.e., you)—which is why some planets will be helpful, some will be
challenging, and some will leave you scratching your head. Furthermore,
this section describes what it’s like to have Mercury and Venus as
morning stars versus evening stars, what it means when a planet is
retrograde, and where certain planets are in domicile, detriment,
exaltation, or fall.

8. Learn to use your astrology chart as a personal calendar. This part of the book
shows you how to turn your chart into a calendar using the seasons and
elements. Not only is it useful for timing decisions, romances, and sit-
down talks with your kids, but it can also help you negotiate problem
areas of your birth chart where the energy gets stuck or you experience a
disconnect. There’s no such thing as a “bad” chart because the Sun is
always moving through the twelve signs of the zodiac. It may take days,



weeks, or months, but the Sun will always “come out tomorrow” because
at some point it will be in season or it will pass through a zodiac sign of a
similar or the same element. This easy-to-use method will help you to
plan for that and, more importantly, to do things in your own time.

ASTROLOGY IS A CALENDAR

Astrology is not a science. Astrology is not a religion. Astrology is a
calendar. It’s why nearly every major civilization on the planet—Middle
Eastern, Indian, Chinese, and Mesoamerican—developed some form of
astrology. It was in order to tell time.

In astrology, everything is seen from the Earth’s point of view. Yes, we
all know that the planets actually orbit the Sun, which sits at the center of
our solar system. However, in astrology the horoscope (better known as the
astrological chart) is set up to show that the planets orbit us.

It’s not such a far-fetched concept when you consider how the Sun rises
in the east in the morning, travels across the sky during the day, and then
sets in the west at night. Can’t we all tell time by where the Sun is? Isn’t the
quality of heat and light at 6:00 in the morning different from 2:00 in the
afternoon, 5:30 in the evening, or 9:00 at night? That arc that the Sun
travels across the sky is the same arc that the planets follow. Mercury,
Venus, Mars, Jupiter, and Saturn—and even the ones we can’t see with the
naked eye like Uranus, Neptune, and Pluto—all follow the same path across
the sky. They rise and set just like the Sun and the Moon do. And yes, the
Sun and the Moon are considered planets in astrology. “Planet” comes from
the Greek word planetoi, which means “wandering lights.” The Greeks
used this word to describe the difference between the lights that moved in
the sky—Ilike the Sun and the Moon—versus the lights that didn’t: like the
zodiac constellations.

And that’s the first thing you need to know about reading your astrology
chart: planets move and zodiac signs don’t.

Imagine the face of a clock. And all you can see on that clock are the
twelve numbers. Twelve numbers. Nothing else. Now if I were to ask you,
“What time is it?,” and all you could see was a clock with twelve numbers
—would you be able to tell me the time?



Of course not. Because you would be missing
the hands, right? You’d need an hour hand, a minute
hand, and maybe even a second hand to tell me the
time.

The zodiac signs are like the numbers on the face
of a clock. There are twelve signs just like there are
twelve numbers on a clock and twelve months in a
year. They never ever change their order.

The planets, however, are like the hands of a
clock. They are in constant motion. The planets are
what astrologers use to tell time.
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Aries Taurus Gemini Cancer Leo Virgo
the Ram the Bull the Twins the Crab the Lion the Maiden
Libra Scorpio Sagittarius Capricorn Aquarius the Pisces

the Scales the Scorpion the Archer the Goat Water Bearer the Fish

This is why, when you look at your own astrological chart, the signs are
on the outside of the wheel (just like the numbers on a clock) and the
planets are inside the wheel (just like the hands of a clock). The planets
point to the signs. This is what astrologers mean when they say something
like your Sun is in Aries and your Moon is in Capricorn. This would be like
an hour hand pointing to 9 and the minute hand pointing to 12.

Imagine what life must have been like before the calendar. You would
have had no way of knowing that the flowers that bloomed in the spring
wouldn’t last forever or that winter, once the temperatures dropped and the
snows began, didn’t mean the end of the world for all time. Life would have
seemed capricious, dangerous, and pretty depressing. Like the other
creatures on the planet we would have been bound to our body clocks—
eating when we’re hungry, sleeping when we’re tired, having sex, giving
birth, and dying without much thought for the future. So what lifted our
sights from the day-to-day grind of gathering some fruit here or running



down an antelope there to envision a better life? The
stars.

Newgrange is a prehistoric monument located in
County Meath on the eastern side of Ireland. It looks
like an enormous emerald mound. Built around 3200
BC during the Neolithic period, Newgrange is older
than Stonehenge and it is older than the great
pyramids of Egypt. The entrance of the monument is
aligned with the rising sun on the winter solstice so
that every year around Dec. 21 the sun shines
directly through a rectangular opening above the
entrance, down a long dark passageway, and fills the
central chamber with light for about seventeen
minutes. This is the only time of year when
Newgrange’s pitch-black interior is naturally lit.

Today the light enters about four minutes after
sunrise, but calculations based on the precession of
the Earth show that five thousand years ago the first
light would have entered exactly at sunrise. So on
the shortest day of the year when the world was cold
and bleak, here arrived a promise of light. Whether
that promise was meant to assure the people who
inhabited Newgrange millennia ago that there would
be a new year to come or whether it promised hope
for a life hereafter, we cannot know. All we do know
is that this monument could not have been built if
these prehistoric people weren’t already using the
heavens to tell time.

Astrology was never about superstition and fear. If anything, astrology
was created to counteract our greatest fears. Understanding that the phases
of the Moon added up to a month; that the four seasons wherein the Sun
rose in the spring, peaked in the summer, set in the autumn, and grew
distant in the winter could be measured in 365 days; and that the planets
themselves always returned without fail to the place in the sky where they
were first spotted gave humankind a sense of continuity and stability. The
regular orbit of the heavenly bodies was reassurance that there truly was an
order to things and that life wasn’t random and chaotic. This is why



symbols of the zodiac can be found in churches, synagogues, temples, and
government buildings throughout America, Europe, and Asia. They’re not
there for decoration or to ward off evil spirits. They’re there to remind us
that we all live in time. It doesn’t matter how we clock it, zone it, lapse it, or
extend it—time transcends all sciences, religions, economies, and cultures.
Everything rises, peaks, falls, and dies away—but the story of how it does
that in time and what happens along the way is as diverse and singular as
the lives that are born into this world.

We all live in time, but time also lives within us—and that’s what your
horoscope is. It is your time stamp for when you came into the world: a
screenshot of the sky on the day that you were born. Your horoscope serves
two functions. It paints a psychological portrait of you based on the
positions of the ten planets, and it acts as your own personal calendar telling
you when you are in season or out. You see, astrology was never about a
fixed fate, because time isn’t fixed. Astrology describes the relationship
between a moving heaven above interacting with a growing horoscope
below. You know how we talk about syncing our mobile devices to the
cloud? Well, your horoscope works in an analogous fashion. The more in
sync you are with your time, the more you’ll be able to make the most of
your booms, recover from your busts, and live a fully realized life.
Astrology never tells you what to do, but rather when to do it.

THE SEASONS

There are twelve signs of the zodiac—one for each month of the year. The
best way to remember the order of the signs is to group them into seasons.
Aries, Taurus, and Gemini are the spring signs. Cancer, Leo, and Virgo are
the summer signs. Libra, Scorpio, and Sagittarius are the autumn signs, and
Capricorn, Aquarius, and Pisces are the winter signs.
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The next thing you need to do is to quarter that seasonal cycle into
equinoxes and solstices. Equinoxes and solstices set the four cornerstones
of the year.

THE EQUINOXES

You’ll notice that Aries and Libra are placed exactly opposite each other on
the horizon line, like two people facing each other on a seesaw. That’s
because these are the signs of the equinox. Equinox means equal day and
equal night, and that’s what we all experience every year when the Sun
enters Aries on or around March 21 or when the Sun enters Libra on or
around Sept. 22. This is when—from the Earth’s point of view—the Sun
crosses over the equator, moving from one hemisphere to the other. In the
spring the Sun moves into the Northern Hemisphere and that’s when the
trees bloom and the first green shoots push up through the earth. In the
autumn the Sun moves past the equator again and into the Southern
Hemisphere. Autumn is when the foliage changes color and the leaves
begin to flutter down from the trees.



The Equinoxes

Starting on the first day after the spring equinox, the days get longer and
the nights grow shorter until the Sun reaches the summer solstice. Similarly,
on the first day that follows the autumnal equinox, the days get shorter and
the nights grow longer—like a shadow—and this will continue until the Sun
arrives at the winter solstice.

THE SOLSTICES

Solstice literally means “Sun at a standstill.” Now the Sun doesn’t really
come to a standstill. If it did, we’d all be in a lot of trouble. But that’s the
way it looked to the people who were clocking it for centuries, and solstices
mark the two times of year when the Sun is farthest from the celestial
equator. It was at these points that the Sun appeared to stop in the sky. It
couldn’t get any higher (summer) and it couldn’t get any lower (winter).
The summer solstice (which occurs in Cancer), marks the longest day and
the shortest night of the year. It takes place on or around June 21. Summer
is when the Sun feels closest and warmest to us. And the winter solstice
(which occurs in Capricorn), marks the shortest day and the longest night of
the year. It takes place somewhere around Dec. 21. Winter is when the Sun
feels the most cold and distant. This is illustrated with Cancer and
Capricorn being given the 6 o’clock and 12 o’clock positions on the chart.



Spring people (Aries, Gemini, and Taurus) are regarded as the “young
signs.” They’re the up-and-comers. Eager to make their mark on the world,
they see life as chock-full of opportunities, and they want to capitalize on
each and every one of them. They are guileless and a tad naive, and there’s
no denying that their enthusiasm is infectious. They’re the eternal kids who
will never grow up. Quick starters and big talkers, they have difficulty with
bringing things in for a landing.



The Equinoxes and the Solstices

You can think of the summer people (Cancer, Leo, Virgo) as the
“sunbathers.” Born in the season of abundance when roadside stands are
spilling over with ripe fruit and vegetables, they have no reason to believe
that life will ever let them down. They are the most self-assured and
confident of the signs. Their way is the right way. Whether their aims are



ambitious or modest, they know that they have a guaranteed place at the
table. It’s why they don’t do well with setbacks.

Autumn personalities (Libra, Scorpio, and
Sagittarius) are the “comeback kids.” Born during
the time of year when the Sun is “setting,” these
signs have all experienced firsthand what it’s like to
take a fall after being on top. They also know that if
you cave in to self-doubt and fear, you’ll never pull
yourself up by the bootstraps and get back on your
feet. This indomitable will to rise again makes them
the seasoned players of the zodiac.

Winter people (Capricorn, Aquarius, and Pisces)
are slow to warm up. No strangers to hardship, they
expect to shoulder heavy responsibilities in life and
pride themselves on their resourcefulness,
perseverance, and playing the long game. Whereas
spring signs see life as starting out, the winter signs
see life as winding down, so the challenge is to get
them to try new things and to see the world through
fresh eyes. They are the “old souls” of the zodiac.
Now these descriptions have nothing to do with
personal evolution or how many past lives you’ve
clocked down here on planet Earth. They’re solely
based on the Sun. Were you born at the time of year
when the Sun was just starting out? Peaking?
Setting? Or set?

MODES

Each season—spring, summer, autumn, and winter

—is made up of three signs, and they follow in strict order of appearance:
cardinal, fixed, and mutable. These are called quadruplicities or if you want
to be hip—modes.



Cardinal signs are zodiac signs that rule an equinox or a solstice. These
are the signs that start the season, so they possess the most initiative. When
you’re in cardinal mode, you give direction but don’t take it. Cardinal signs
are the unstoppable forces of the zodiac, and they won’t take no for an
answer; however, they don’t approach life in the same way. Aries attacks a
situation head on; Cancer makes a wide circle around its objective before
closing in; Libra invites people to combine forces, thereby augmenting its
strength; and Capricorn, the climber, goes over the head of anyone who
tries to get in their way. Cardinal signs go the distance and will always
achieve their ends. It’s why they are the most goal-oriented of the zodiac
signs.

A fixed sign always follows a cardinal sign, and because it sits in the
center, it is considered to be the heart of the season. In other words, spring
has sprung when the Sun is in Taurus, summer is hottest in Leo, gardens
fade and go to seed in Scorpio, and the world is coldest in Aquarius. Fixed
signs always say no before they say yes. No before yes means it’s up to you
to sell them on your idea. It’s a show-me mentality. Fixed signs never
relinquish their veto power, which makes them the immovable objects to
cardinals’ unstoppable force. Their strength is in resistance. And like the
cardinal signs they resist in different ways. Taurus plants it, Leo gets



heated, Scorpio stares you down with a withering gaze, and Aquarius just
freezes you out.

Mutable signs end the season. And it’s because they’re transitional signs
—always looking back at what’s come before while anticipating what will
come next—that they are depicted as double-bodied. Either there are two
figures—Ilike Gemini the Twins and Pisces the Fish—or they are a
composite figure, a mix of two beings, like Virgo, which is represented in
antique star maps as a woman with wings, or Sagittarius, which is half man
and half horse. Dualistic by nature, these signs introduce flexibility into a
zodiac squeezed between unstoppable forces and immovable objects. It is in
their nature to be accommodating. Their aim is to facilitate matters, to find
a way to make the situation work. Gemini is the go-between, Virgo is the
helper, Sagittarius accents the positive, and Pisces elicits sympathy.

ELEMENTS

After grouping into seasons and dividing into modes, you want to join the
signs by elements. The difference between modes and elements in astrology
is like the difference between consonants and vowels in the alphabet.
Consonants provide the building blocks, but it’s the vowels that make the
sounds. Vowels animate words. Similarly, in astrology it’s the elements that
make the zodiac signs come to life. And like vowels, they have their own
distinct behaviors.



The four elements—water, earth, air, and fire—are the cornerstones of
astrology. Water is the lowest on the scale; then comes earth, then air; and
fire is the highest. This has nothing to do with one element being more
evolved than another. What the ancients were trying to do by setting up this
ascending order was to describe the nature of the elements themselves. It is
the nature of water to go down. Rain falls from the sky, water flows
downhill (not up), and a leak will always seek the lowest point before it
seeps out. This is why water is at the bottom. Earth “sits” on water, as you
see when approaching land from a boat. It’s the solid ground we stand on.
Air is all around us. It fills our lungs, carries the clouds, and creates the
atmosphere we live in, while fire flies up and out. The biggest source of
heat and light is the Sun, which rises and sets above our world. Water seeks
depth. Earth seeks to amass. Air seeks to circulate. And fire seeks height.
That’s why fire crowns the elemental scale.
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Water represents our emotional life. It gives us depth and it gives us feeling.
When you think about how two thirds of our planet is covered by water and
how 60 percent of our bodies are made up of water, you realize just how
essential this element is. Life can’t exist without water. Our emotional life
can’t exist without our feelings, memories, imagination, and dreams. Water
rules our unconscious—the mysterious part of ourselves that lies submerged
beneath our conscious, waking minds. This is where we emerge every
morning feeling replenished and renewed, and this is where we return every
night, in need of the restorative waters that only sleep can bring. Our
consciousness is really just an island if you think about it—a small piece of
real estate supported by a deep vast psyche.

The water signs are Cancer, Scorpio, and Pisces. These are the
emotional signs of the zodiac. Think of the word emotional for a moment.
When someone is described as being emotional, doesn’t it usually mean that
this person is being hysterical, crazy, or out of control? Yet the water signs
are famously nonexpressive. For water signs, feelings are meant to be felt.
It’s why they don’t talk about them or even try to explain their reactions. If
you ask a water sign what they feel, you usually get a monosyllabic
response. Water signs won’t wax poetic like a fire sign will or analyze
behavioral patterns like an air sign. Water signs have a profound mistrust of
the spoken word. Now this doesn’t apply to words in general. Some of our
greatest writers, poets, and lyricists were born under water signs. These are
people who understand that words are incantations that can cast a spell on a
reader or a listener—opening up their hearts to the magic of their inner
lives. A water sign’s mistrust of the spoken word comes from the fear of
their words being used against them. They’ve experienced too many times
being misquoted or having their words twisted around to mean something
they never felt. Quote what a water sign said back to them in an argument—
or worse yet, try to pin them down to semantics—and you will see them
grow fuzzy-headed; they’ll get angry and confused like a witness grilled on
the stand. They will respond with “That’s not what I meant.” They will flip-
flop in all directions like a fish out of water. Theirs isn’t the world of cool,
systematic logic. They’re suspicious of facts, mistrustful of stats, and they
can smell a hastily manufactured rationale from miles away. Water signs
know full well that words in the wrong hands can become weapons.

Water signs believe that we all draw from the same wellspring of
emotion. The way that someone falls in love in New York City is no



different from the way someone falls in love in Tokyo or Somalia or
Iceland. Everyone knows what it feels like to be swept away, to experience
hope or exhilaration, just like everyone knows what it’s like to be hurt, to
feel rejected, angry, or despondent. So if we all know what it’s like to feel
joy, then why would you ever want to make anyone else miserable?

This is what gives people born under Cancer, Scorpio, and Pisces their
empathy and compassion. They feel other people’s pain. They don’t try to
avoid the subject, tell you to get over it, or accuse you of being self-
sabotaging. The water signs have the presence of heart to sit with you in
your hurt. A water sign calms, soothes, and comforts.

Water signs can also imagine other people’s emotional lives. It’s not
hard to put themselves in somebody else’s shoes and to see the world
through their eyes. Sometimes people who aren’t water signs find this
bewildering. They might say, how can you feel bad for a criminal who was
so cruel and who intentionally caused so much harm? Yet water signs know
that every person was once a child, and perhaps it was the pain and neglect
suffered in childhood that made them turn out this way. Water signs know
that all saints were once sinners. Treating people the way that you would
want to be treated, turning the other cheek, and forgiving the trespasses of
those who trespass against you isn’t always something that comes naturally,
but it does to the water signs. Forgiveness is a strength, not a weakness.

The hardest thing for a water sign to accept is that not everybody swims
as deeply. Most people prefer to walk along the shore, hang out in the
shallows, or maybe do some snorkeling. They’re not all deep-sea divers.
Each of us deals with rejection in our own way, but for water signs this can
be a terrible betrayal. That’s because so much of the back-and-forth is based
on the silent undercurrents that run between two people. There’s an
unspoken understanding, a psychic rapport that allows water signs to read
moods, decipher gestures, and know the exact moment to say the right
thing. It’s phantasmal and nebulous, to be sure, but this is what makes water
signs so prescient. Which is why it’s so important for water signs to know
when to take someone at their word—even if that person’s turning their
back on the greatest thing that ever happened to them or making a huge
mistake. At the end of the day, people’s mistakes are theirs to make.
Someone can share the same feelings as you but simply choose not to go
there. This kind of acceptance doesn’t come easy, but it will give you a



fortitude and makes more sense than trying to set up “personal boundaries.”
What are boundaries to someone who’s as deep and fluid as you?

You don’t have to be born under a water sign to have a lot of water in
your chart. If you have four or more planets in water signs, then your
chart’s pretty watery as far as an astrologer is concerned. If you have a lot
of water in your chart, then you’re going to attract people who are
psychologically damaged, emotionally challenged, or carrying around a lot
of personal baggage. They are in search of your water—like nomads in the
desert looking for an oasis. We often think of emotional people as being
needy, but they’re not. If you have a lot water in your chart, then you have a
lot of love to give. If anything, you have too much love to give, which is
why you need people to come drink from your well so that you don’t feel
too heavy. People with a lot of water tend to be withdrawn, depressed, and
isolated. When they give of themselves emotionally, the water circulates,
which lightens the mood and buoys their spirits. It’s kind of like the water
cycle, if you think about it. Excess water is drawn up into the atmosphere to
form clouds, and once the clouds become too heavy, that water returns to
the Earth as rainfall. Water signs don’t seek out the emotionally walking
wounded because they’re masochists. They draw them into their orbit in
order to keep their energy flowing.

People with a lot of Cancer, Scorpio, and Pisces in their charts carry the
water for us in this parched world. They fill our lives with intimacy, move
us with their sensitivity, and enthrall us with their creativity. They carry
qualities we don’t always value but couldn’t possibly live without. Without
imagination we wouldn’t be able to envision life any differently than what
we see in front of us. Without memory we wouldn’t remember who we used
to be in those times when we’ve forgotten who we are. Without solace we
wouldn’t be able to collapse into somebody else’s arms sobbing, and
without hope we wouldn’t be able to love again. People with watery charts
have a hard time seeing themselves as empowered beings, but once they
make the switch from bucket to reservoir they start to grasp the idea that
theirs is a renewable energy source. The water in the water bottle you
purchased last week is as old as the first drops of water that fell on the Earth
millennia ago. It keeps going round and round. It keeps getting recycled.
Water literally reincarnates. That’s why water has always been connected to
the immortal life of the soul.



EARTH

Imagine a water planet where coral reefs abound, fish swim free, and kelp
forests stretch out in all directions without interruption. Now imagine
throwing some land masses down on top of it. That’s Earth.

Earth is the element we live on. It provides the ground beneath our feet,
the bodies we inhabit, and the sustenance we need like food, shelter, and
livelihood. Everything we produce physically—whether it’s a burp or a
great work of art—is ruled by earth. Earth is the domain of the material
world—things that you can touch and feel with your body. And these
objects come in a variety of shapes and sizes. Some may be warm and cozy
while others may be cold and sharp. There are objects in easy reach and
objects that are much harder to come by. And then there are the high-end
luxury items versus the cheap knock-offs. Earth signs know that there is a
wealth of disparity in this material world we live in and not everything is of
equal value. This is why earth signs are always sizing up their situations in
terms of how much value they really have.

There is only one question that drives the earth signs: How do you live
in a world where everything ultimately falls apart? This is why the earth
signs—Taurus, Virgo, and Capricorn—are always fretting about the time
that’s passing, how much money’s in the bank, and what the expiration date
is on the food squirreled away in the back of the refrigerator. An earth
sign’s greatest fear is to be kicked to the curb. They never want to be
without, and it’s the specter of that abandonment that gives them their drive,
discipline, and determination.

Water signs are compassionate, sympathetic, and empathetic. They
believe that we all draw from the same emotional reservoir, which is what
makes them so willing to share, embrace, and make sacrifices. Earth signs
aren’t exactly sold on that idea. They are big proponents of the idea that
good fences make good neighbors. They believe that if you stay on your
side of the fence and I stay on mine, then everything’s good. Minding your
own business is an earth sign credo. You don’t have to tell an earth sign to
set boundaries. They came into this world with border walls up and
deflector shields on.

What this comes from is the body. Earth signs are physical. They are
ruled by their appetites and cravings, their need to acquire and secure. Earth
is the element of health and wealth. As long as you have your health, you
can work; as long as you can work, you can make money; and as long you



have money, you can take care of yourself. It’s as simple as that. Sex is
ruled by earth, but love isn’t. Love belongs to the domain of water. The
reason that sex is ruled by earth is that it’s a physical craving that can be
easily satisfied. It’s not unlike grabbing a snack when your blood sugar is
low or a cup of coffee in the afternoon to perk you up. Whatever the need,
you take care of it and get back to work. Now this isn’t to say that earth
signs are unromantic. It’s just that it takes a while to wean them off the
take-out menu and to sell them on haute cuisine, but once done they quickly
become connoisseurs. You just have to help them make the switch from
quantity to quality.

Yet that idea of separateness is key to understanding the earth sign
mentality. Earth signs know on a molecular level that everyone is born
alone and dies alone, which is why there is always this feeling of apartness
that inhabits their every exchange. They are the most existential of the
zodiac signs; it’s very hard for people born under Taurus, Virgo, and
Capricorn to entrust someone else with their welfare. They never know if
that person’s going to come up short, be part of the problem instead of the
solution, or turn out to be a no-show. It’s much better for the earth sign to
be the reliable one and not the other way around. That way there are no
surprises.

You don’t have to be born under an earth sign to have a lot of earth in
your chart. If you have four or more planets in earth signs, then your chart’s
pretty earthy as far as an astrologer is concerned. If you have a lot of earth
in your chart, then you’re going to define yourself by your duties,
responsibilities, and obligations. These are the things that get you out of bed
in the morning and keep you on track. Mortality is never far from your
thoughts. You might laugh at this idea—mortality is such a heavy word—
but that’s why you fret so much about your time, your schedule, your
money, and your food. You’re always afraid of running out. People with a
lot of earth tend to be anxious and worry a lot. This is what makes them the
workaholics of the zodiac. Never the grasshopper, always the ant, earth
signs are industrious. They need to build, to grow things, and produce. It’s a
good day if they’ve checked off everything on their to-do list. It’s an even
better one if they got paid handsomely for it.

Yet earth signs are deeply committed to taking care of the people they
love. It is in their nature to shelter, provide, and protect. But they aren’t
enablers. They’re big believers in the saying “Give a man a fish and he eats



for a day, but teach a man to fish and he eats forever.” Self-sufficiency is
the earth sign credo, which is why they’re big on teaching their children
how to take care of themselves. Yes, it may be boring to have to sit through
the long lecture on why things work the way they do, to sit helplessly by as
the earth sign parent takes apart an appliance so that you can see all the
inner workings and then shows you how to put it back together again.
There’s nothing point-and-click about getting the answer you seek with an
earth sign—but what you get in the end is the step-by-step process of how
to do it yourself, and that comes in handy when you have to change a tire by
the side of the road in the dead of night or troubleshoot a problem with your
computer when under deadline.

Earth signs have no patience for slackers. And they can be pretty hard-
nosed when it comes to the troubles of others. They have to be convinced
that you’re truly in need before they will help you out, and even then, don’t
expect a handout. They’ll want you to pay back what you owe, either in
installments or in sweat equity. Is this about the money? Absolutely. But it’s
also about learning to live within your means. Learning to live within your
means isn’t just about frugality. It’s about knowing your limits,
economizing your efforts, and making the most of your resources. Earth
signs know that we don’t value things if we don’t work hard for them. We
just consume them and come back for more.

Earth signs aren’t big on vision, but they need one. They need
something to lift their sights or else they become slaves to their routine.
Earth’s great talent is to take what’s on the drawing board and to give it
physical form. Earth signs can turn a blueprint into a building, a business
plan into a thriving company, or a dream into a reality. A lot of people talk
about their Mona Lisas, but only an earth sign could paint one. If you have
a lot of earth in your chart, then you have an instinct to shape and mold, to
model and to fix. Put this in service to a dream, a hope, a cause, or a higher
purpose and it’s amazing what you can do. For an earth sign, paradise
doesn’t reside in the hereafter, but in the here and now. This world is your
plot of land to seed, till, and harvest.

AIR

Water signs believe that we all draw from the same emotional wellspring.
Earth signs believe that we are separate beings with our bodies forming
natural borders around each of us. Air signs take a bird’s-eye view of the



situation. Gliding above earth, which sits above water, air signs recognize
that no person is an island. Each of us relies on—and in turn is relied on by
—others. It is the nature of life, even on a molecular level, to organize itself
into larger bodies. To group, to cluster, to assemble. The air signs know that
we are better together than we are apart. This is why the air signs are the
bridge builders of the zodiac. They are constantly reaching out across the
divide that separates one person from another. But how do you connect to
someone who may not be on the same page as you emotionally, spiritually,
economically, or politically? You need words.

Words are important to air signs. Not only do words describe and
explain what’s going on with you to somebody else who hasn’t a clue, but
you can use words to get what you want. How you word a request, for
instance—opting to be polite and deferential rather than bossy and brusque
—will likely result in success. Prevailing upon others to see reason when
tempers are heated requires you to be both eloquent and clearheaded, while
giving direction to those you are leading needs to be done in the simplest
language possible in order to be effective. Words communicate and words
bind. That’s why when you give your word it’s the same as signing a
contract as far as an air sign is concerned. You word is your bond.

“We” is the favorite word of air signs. The air signs are Gemini, Libra,
and Aquarius. And by the way, you don’t have to be born under an air sign
to have a lot of air in your chart. If you have four or more planets in air
signs, then your chart’s pretty airy as far as an astrologer is concerned. If
you have a lot of air in your chart, you’re going to see yourself as being part
of a pair, a relationship, or a group. You will rarely refer to yourself in the
first person singular. It’s almost always first person plural. And this isn’t
because you’re assuming the royal we or are trying to hide behind someone
else’s skirts. For an air sign it’s important that everyone be heard. They
know full well that this invites contrary views, heated exchanges, and
dissonance rather than harmony, but that’s all right because air signs don’t
want everyone to be of the same mind. To be on the same page? Yes,
because air signs know that they’ll never get anything done if they don’t
coordinate efforts. But of the same mind? No. If anything, air signs relish a
good debate. Air signs are famously inquisitive, experimental, and
theoretical. You don’t broaden your horizons and inform your world by
insisting on conformity. Air signs may not always have an open mind, but



they certainly possess a curious one. They always want to know what
everyone else is up to.

This can sometimes give the impression of being superficial, of caring
too much about what others think. And sometimes that’s the case, but the
important thing to remember about air signs is that their most precious
resources are their human resources. It doesn’t matter if you’re their dog
walker or their spouse—every person has a part to play in the ecosystem of
an air sign’s life. This is why they’re constantly texting, messaging, posting,
and “liking.” Air signs fuss over their relationships like a florist arranging a
made-to-order bouquet. Each person is unique and precious, a bloom that
needs to be tended to.

Air signs have been likened to social butterflies flitting from person to
person, but they’re actually more like busy bees in a hive. A hive is
different from a herd. Herd mentality is when people just follow along in a
group. In a hive, however, each member is assigned a specific task that
serves a particular function. Specialized and hierarchical, a hive couldn’t
function independently of its members; the whole is always greater than the
sum of its parts. It’s why air signs gravitate to large organizations,
institutions, and agencies. There’s something about being part of a
collective effort, knowing where their place is in the roster, and hearing the
uninterrupted buzz of background chatter that puts their nervous minds at
ease. Indeed, air signs do their best thinking in a group—the noisier and
more distracting, the better. Nothing makes an air sign more miserable than
to be separated from others. They may say that’s what they need to focus,
but within moments they’ll turn on the news or pop in a pair of earbuds to
listen to a podcast. They need company to think.

Rule of law is important to an air sign. You might not think that at first
because they’re constantly pushing the envelope, but it’s the answer—not
the question—that matters most. There really is a right way of doing things
as far as air signs are concerned. And it’s usually logical, impartial, and
provable. That’s why they’re the first ones to whip out the contract when
there’s a dispute, to reference time-stamped emails if someone’s
recollection of events is iffy, or cite facts and stats when arguments get too
heated and personal. They don’t do this because they have to be right—
although they do often assume that they’re smarter than most; they do this
because they believe in an ordered Universe. Everything can be explained
—even if we don’t possess the ability to explain it yet.



However, for an element that can be so people-oriented, it’s remarkable
how insensitive air signs can be to others’ feelings. Don’t expect an air sign
to read a mood. They’ll happily scroll through their text messages while
you sit there across the table in angry silence. And it’s not because they’re
trying to avoid you. They simply assume that if you’re quiet it’s because
you’ve got nothing to say. It’s important to remember that words are
everything to an air sign, so you have to spell things out if you’re upset.
And then you have to make time to analyze what’s going on and to discuss
all the particulars in great detail. Air signs believe in the talking cure—
partly because their own emotional lives are a complete mystery to them, so
talking about their feelings is an opportunity to decipher those feelings, and
partly because they believe in the healing properties of conversation.
Conversation—no matter how heated or cool—affirms a connection, and as
long as two warring parties remain in the same room, there’s always hope
of making peace. Air signs famously insist on not going to bed angry—even
if that means staying up all night to work out your differences.

So are air signs emotionally challenged? Yes. It’s like water signs who
clam up, earth signs who refuse to share, and fire signs who can’t imagine
how you could possibly live without them. Each element has its blind spot,
and for air it’s their emotions. There’s just a mental disconnect that takes
place when things get too upsetting, deep, or personal. The emotions are
there but the circuitry isn’t. This is why air signs are drawn to other people
—in order to connect and to learn about themselves. It can be frustrating
when they accuse you of doing things that they do all the time, but then air
signs can be like children looking to dump their vegetables onto your plate
so they can present a clean one for dessert. It’s natural for air signs to
project—which is why being in a relationship with them can sometimes feel
like you’re undergoing Freudian analysis— but what you get in return is
someone who is committed to you. A relationship is like a covenant to an
air sign. It’s why they take so long to say yes, but once they do, that bond is
solid and everlasting.

FIRE

Ancient people believed that the stars in the heavens were the bonfires of
the gods. And as they crackled and popped, they spat out sparks that floated
aimlessly for a while in space before being drawn down through the seven
planetary spheres. As each spark descended, it was blessed by every planet



in turn until it arrived in the body of a baby at the exact moment of birth.
When that baby took its first breath, that spark threw open its eyes, lit up its
mind, and made it cry out. The spirit entered the body of the infant and
resided within it—Ilike a homeowner entering their house at night and
turning on all the lights. Fire is literally the spark of life, the spirit that
animates our bodies, gets us up and going and eager to experience all that
the world has to offer. Fire signs want to live, live, LIVE!

Spirit is not the same as soul. When we describe someone as “spirited,”
we usually mean that that person is excitable, vibrant, and bursting with
energy—Ilike a flame. They’re indomitable, volatile, and fiercely
independent. “Soulful,” on the other hand, implies quiet, contemplative, and
even melancholic—qualities that are the opposite of fire. If you were born
under the zodiac sign of Aries, Leo, or Sagittarius, you are ruled by your
enthusiasms, stoked by your passions, and spurred on by your beliefs. You
express everything that is going on inside you, and you express it
immediately. There’s no holding back. No sitting on feelings, waiting on
ceremony, or putting yourself in somebody else’s shoes. Fire signs
experience everything in the moment. They are the most candid,
spontaneous, and impulsive of the elements. They’re also the ones most
likely to walk back what they just said. If you have a lot of fire in your
chart, then apologizing for things you say and do is nothing new. One
would think this would be humbling, but it’s not. You accepted a long time
ago that your words and actions are just going to rub some people the
wrong way, and that’s OK as long as you are true to yourself.

For air signs it’s the other person who’s important. Their greatest
resources are their human resources, which is why they place such
importance on relationships. We is the keyword for an air sign. To
understand a fire sign’s way of thinking, take the w in we, flip it upside
down to make an m, and you get me. Nobody places a higher value on
individuality than a fire sign does. Fire signs know that if it weren’t for that
special spark that makes each person unique and different, we would all be
living in a world of cookie-cutter cutouts. Fire signs make a personal
difference.

You don’t have to be born under a fire sign to have a lot of fire in your
chart. If you have four or more planets in fire signs, then your chart’s pretty
fiery as far as an astrologer is concerned. People with a lot of Aries, Leo,
and Sagittarius in their charts know they are special. They may go through



their bouts of doubt and insecurity like everyone else, but they know deep
inside that they were born to do great things, that they possess a special gift
or have a higher calling. People like this used to be portrayed in ancient
times with jewel-encrusted crowns, halos, or tongues of fire flickering
overhead—symbols that showed that they were stamped with the sign of the
divine. They were privileged, set apart, and favored by the gods. Nowadays
we call them stars. Stars radiate that certain something that makes them
stand out in a crowd, rise to the top of their field, and have Instagram
accounts with bazillions of followers. Other people may fret over their
personal brands and authentic selves, but fire signs don’t have to do that.
They just are. They have an intuitive sense for being in the right place at the
right time for when good fortune smiles down on them. If you’re lucky and
can find a fire sign to stand next to, there’s a good chance that some of that
good fortune will rub off on you, too.

The biggest challenge for a fire sign is sustainability—Ilearning how to
economize their efforts, moderate their pace, and take their time sizing up a
situation before jumping into it. Fire signs tend to leap first and ask
questions later. Part of this stems from that urgency that propels them
forward—fire signs are very future oriented and believe that the best is yet
to come—and part of it stems from the fact that they are more sensational
than emotional in temperament. Emotions are ruled by water. Emotions are
deeply personal experiences that don’t need to be expressed or shown
because they are simply felt. Sensational personalities (like fire signs) are
drawn to peak experiences. They live for the highs. When you fall in love it
has to be the best romance EVER! When you get angry it can’t just be a
hissy fit. You have to be really LOUD and DRAMATIC! When you’re
ashamed you can’t just retreat to a corner. You have to WEEP and
CONFESS for everyone to see. Everything is on public display. And of
course if you’re going to experience highs, you’re naturally going to
experience lows, and those lows can be immobilizing. This is why fire signs
avoid anything that’s too heavy, gloomy, or depressing. They have a fear of
being extinguished.

Fire signs don’t think twice about walking out on jobs, relationships,
and obligations that have become dead ends. Like a wildfire they have no
problem hopping over divides and barriers if there’s something combustible
and more enlivening on the other side. They’re always looking for fresh
starts. Yet this element can have a hard time learning from its mistakes. It’s



not reflective like water, self-incriminating like earth, or analytical like air.
Like the Sun dawning on a new day or the legendary phoenix rising from
the ashes, a fire sign roars to life with the strike of a match, so dwelling on
the past or raking yourself over the coals is not for them. It’s almost like
they were born with a psychological reboot button. They’re much more
focused on doing better next time, and because there will always be a next
time, they can adopt a “that was then, this is now” attitude regarding
everything that has come before. This is why they keep running into the
same problems in love and at work without the faintest clue of why it’s
happening again. For an element that champions the right for each person to
be true to themselves, they can have a real problem with accountability.
They just don’t want to be seen in a bad light.

Fire signs need a lot of reassurance and love. You wouldn’t think it from
the way they present themselves, but they do. You never want to poke holes
in their dreams—even if they’re way out there. Be supportive instead and
maybe try going along for the ride. Not only will you open up your world,
but you may wind up having the adventure of a lifetime.



HOW THE SKY WORKS

This is how the sky works in an astrology chart. The Earth orbits the Sun in
a counterclockwise direction. The Earth’s orbit around the Sun gives us the
seasons. As the Sun moves through the signs in a year—the Sun is in Aries
in April, Taurus in May, Gemini in June, and so on—you will see it move in
the direction mapped out in the following figure. The Sun in a zodiac sign
will always tell you what time of year it is. That’s why Aries, sign of the
spring equinox and the first sign, is followed by Taurus, Gemini, and so on,
all moving in a counterclockwise order.

The Earth orbits the Sun in a counterclockwise direction so the order of the signs is
counterclockwise

As the Earth orbits the Sun, it also rotates on its axis. The Earth’s
rotation on its axis gives us day and night. The side that faces the Sun is



day, and the side that faces away is night. The Earth rotates on its axis in the
same counterclockwise direction, from west to east. This is what creates the
illusion of the Sun moving in a clockwise direction. This is why the Sun
rises in the morning on the left, moves across the sky, and then sets on the
right at night. Remember that everything in astrology is seen from the
Earth’s point of view, and that’s how the Sun looks to us in the sky during
the day.

The Earth rotates on its axis from west to east, creating the illusion of the Sun
moving clockwise

So why does the Sun do this in an astrological chart when everyone
knows that the Sun rises in the east and sets in the west? Because we live in
the Northern Hemisphere. The easiest way to spot where the Sun is in the
sky is to stand with your back to the north. The Sun’s path across the sky—
like that of the planets at night—Ilies farther south than where we are
situated in America, Europe, and Asia. That’s why the Sun—along with the
planets—rises in the east on the left and sets in the west on the right.
Astrology was invented in the Northern Hemisphere, so our astrological
charts are constructed with this point of view in mind.



The Sun’s path across the sky lies farther south than where we are situated in the
northern hemisphere.

DAY CHART

If you were born in the day, the Sun will appear above the horizon in your
astrological chart. And this is where the Sun wants to be because this is
when the Sun gets to shine. Daytime people need to be seen and recognized.
You want to impress others and get your name out there. Everything you do
is on display and you are acutely aware of being watched and judged. This
is great if you have the sort of ego that presents well, because you will
endeavor to climb to the top and be the best that you can possibly be. The
funny thing about the Sun above the horizon is that even if it’s in a shy and
retiring sign—Ilike a Cancer or a Virgo—you will still find yourself thrust
into the public eye. The downside is a desperate need for attention. We can’t
see the other planets when the Sun is out in the daytime, and like the Sun
you may seek to outshine others by hogging the spotlight. Learning to share
space, listen, and give credit where credit is due is something that daytime
people really have to work on. There’s also a big fear of disappearing from
view—especially if you were born near sunset.



The Sun appears above the horizon in a day chart

The most comfortable placement for the Moon in a daytime chart is
below the horizon. That way it doesn’t have to compete with the Sun
because it is in its own time of day: night. This gives the Moon equal
strength. The Moon can do what it does best, which is to provide a private
life—a place to come home to at the end of the day. By drawing a line
between your public and personal spheres, the Moon allows you to leave
behind the stresses of the day. You can reconnect with family, unwind after
work with friends, or pursue a personal hobby or endeavor that’s more
beloved to you than your day job. Without that line of demarcation you
would be on call 24/7, and that can lead to exhaustion and burnout. The
Moon’s nature is to temper, cool, and restore. Think of the Moon below the
horizon in a day chart as the roots of a tree. You never see them, but you
know they’re what’s holding that tree in place. How well you grow and
flourish in life will always be based on your root system.

NIGHT CHART

If you were born at night, the Sun will appear below the horizon in your
astrological chart. This is the time of day when the Sun is not seen. But just
because the Sun has disappeared from view doesn’t mean it’s not around.
You may not be seen, but your presence is always felt. You prefer to be the
power behind the throne and not the person sitting on it. Leaders on thrones
may get overthrown. Nighttime people like to blend in with their
surroundings. Keeping a low profile allows you to come and go as you
please. Your “night vision” also gives you the ability to recognize the
hidden potential in people and things. It’s what makes you an excellent
developer, scout, or investor. You know a diamond in the rough when you
spot it. But sometimes you can focus so much on a work in progress that it
never sees the light of day. This is especially true of people born just before
sunrise. Your big challenge is to get things up and going even if you feel
like you’re still not ready. Chances are you’re better prepared than you
know.



The Sun appears below the horizon in a night chart

The most comfortable placement for the Moon in a nighttime chart is
above the horizon. This shows that the Sun has set and now it’s the Moon’s
turn to shine. This makes the Moon as strong as—if not stronger than—the
Sun, so if you have a nighttime chart, your Moon sign may play as powerful
a role in your horoscope as your Sun sign. A nighttime chart with the Moon
visible makes your mother the more dominant parent in your life. The
Moon rules the body, so providing food, shelter, and clothing are top
priorities. Your well-being—as well as the well-being of others—is of
uppermost importance. There is nothing objective, dispassionate, or
removed about you. Your body is yourself and the personal is political
regardless of where you stand on the issues of the day. For you it’s less
about your accomplishments and more about what you produce—which
makes sense given that the Moon is the planet of growth. Think of the
Moon above the horizon in a night chart as the branches of a tree. It
provides shade from the Sun and is overladen with the fruits of your labor.

And what if you were born with a day chart with the Moon above the
horizon, or a night chart with the Moon below the horizon? Does that mean
you’re messed up? Hardly. First of all, it’s impossible to be born with a
chart where all the planets are in their ideal positions. No such astrology
chart exists. Indeed, the art of interpretation is in figuring out how to access
a planet’s strengths or redirect its challenging energies. Consider the Latin
phrase Astra inclinant, sed non obligant: “The stars incline us, they do not
bind us.” The biggest purveyors of astrology in the ancient world were
sailors because they used the stars to steer their ships by, and the same goes
for your horoscope. That’s what it’s here for. To help you navigate your way
through all the risings and settings, the high noons and the dark nights so
that you can live the best life ever.

THE ANGLES

The final piece to understanding how the sky works in an astrological chart
is the angles. Let’s return to the image of the clock, since we’ve already
determined that the Sun moves in a clockwise direction through the sky.
You can think of 9 o’clock as the ascendant. This is where the Sun rises
over the horizon. Next, 12 o’clock is called the midheaven. This is where
the Sun reaches its highest point in the sky. Then 3 o’clock is the
descendant—where the Sun sets at night. And 6 o’clock is called the imum



coeli, which is Latin for “bottom of the sky,” It’s better known as the IC.
This is the midnight place where the Sun ends one day and begins another.

All of the other planets—from the Moon to Pluto—follow the same path
that the Sun travels across the sky. They will all rise at the ascendant, peak
at the midheaven, set in the descendant, and drop anchor in the IC. Of
course, they will do this at different times of the day and often in different
zodiac signs. Sometimes you will see several planets clustered together
around one angle, and sometimes you will see them dispersed to the four
corners of a chart.

Any planet close to an angle—that is, any planet that appears at the 9
o’clock, 12 o’clock, 3 o’clock, or 6 o’clock position—increases in strength
and will play a prominent role in your horoscope regardless of your Sun
sign, Moon sign, or rising sign. You will want to pay very close attention to
these.

THE SUN, MOON, AND RISING SIGNS

The three most important features of an astrological chart are the Sun sign,
the Moon sign, and the ascendant—better known as the rising sign. They’re
so important that you could pretty much read a chart with just these alone.
That’s why it’s a good idea to read all three when you read your daily
horoscope. The Sun represents what you know about yourself to be true.
The Moon represents what you feel about yourself to be true. And the rising
sign is the face that you show the world. It’s how people see you but it’s
also how you will, in turn, act because that’s the role you feel that you’re
expected to play. Sometimes this works in accordance with your chart and
sometimes it doesn’t. The rising sign is such an important feature that it



deserves its own book—which I’ll be working on next. But for now let’s
keep the focus on turning your astrology chart into a calendar, and for that
we need to turn first to the Sun.



THE SUN



THE SUN

The Sun is the most important planet in your astrological chart. If each
planet represents a hand on the face of the celestial clock, the Sun is like the
hour hand. It’s when you came into the world. That’s why it’s the easiest
planet to find. Look up the zodiac sign that the Sun was in on your birthday
(see below) and that’s your Sun sign. A person’s Sun sign will always tell
you the time of year that person was born. (See the box on this page for a
bit more about these dates, and what happens at the end of one sign and the
start of the next, which we call the cusps.)

The Sun is your life force: the source of your vitality and strength.
That’s why you always want to do things in your “season.” If you’re a
summer baby, you want to fall in love in the summer. If you’re a winter
baby, you want to compete in the winter. This is when you are in peak form.
Conversely, the time of year when the Sun is farthest away from you—
that’s six signs away from yours on the zodiac wheel or six months away on
the calendar—is the time of year when you will feel the most drained, under



the weather, and vulnerable. You don’t want to make any important
decisions or take on any big commitments when the Sun is opposite your
birthday month because you are “out of season.” You aren’t functioning at
top capacity.

Think of your Sun sign as your patch of sky. Since each sign rules a
month, that means there are thirty days out of the year (give or take a day)
that belong to you. Every birthday, you can look forward to the Sun coming
around full circle to revive, reorient, and reboot you. You are made robust
and vigorous again when the Sun is in your sign. This is also why so many
people pass away just around their birthday. It’s their spirit struggling to get
back to that place in time when they feel strongest. And if their body can no
longer house their spirit, then it’s the time when they feel most capable of
letting go and sending their spirit back to the stars.

But the Sun sign is more than just your time of year, it’s also your
identity. The Sun symbolizes “what I know about myself to be true.” Think
about that statement for a moment. It’s not “what I feel, think, want, or
would like to believe about myself to be true.” It’s “what I know about
myself to be true.” There’s a certainty to that, a centeredness. Just like the
Sun in our solar system. Without the Sun the planets wouldn’t stick around.
They’d fly off in all directions. The Sun’s job in a horoscope is to put you at
the center of your own universe. That’s why it’s always been connected to
the ego. And egos are important things. They’re not cats in need of stroking
or dogs in need of praising. They’re a necessary part of the human psyche.
Your ego is the gravitational pull that holds all those aspects of yourself
together—your desires, dreams, memories, thoughts, spiritual experiences,
anxieties, and fears—they are all locked into orbit by your ego.

Father Signs, Mother Signs

There are three signs of the father in astrology: Aries, L.eo, and Capricorn.
If you were born under one of these signs, then the father plays a prominent
role in your life. Leo is the Good Father, Capricorn is the Dark Father, and
Aries is Coach Dad. The reason for these descriptions has less to do with
your father and more to do with the time of year you were born. For
instance, the Sun is at home in Leo because July 22—Aug. 21 is the heart of
summer. It’s when days are hottest and brightest so you will see your father
as a strong presence, good-natured, and lionhearted. Capricorn, on the other
hand, is the zodiac sign of the winter solstice. This is the time of year when



days are shortest, nights are longest, and the Sun feels weak and cold. This
is why Capricorn is the sign of the Dark Father. That doesn’t mean your
father’s bad. It’s more like he’s unavailable, stern, or hard to get to know.
And finally, the Sun is young and exuberant in Aries. Aries is the first sign
of the zodiac, and indeed New Year’s used to be celebrated on April 1 until
the date was changed to Jan. 1 by Pope Gregory XIII in the sixteenth
century. It took a while for the new New Year’s to catch on (they didn’t
have Twitter back then), which is why people who continued to celebrate
New Year’s on April 1 were called fools by those who had made the switch.
They were the target of pranks and practical jokes and this is the origin of
April Fool’s Day. Nevertheless, the spring equinox is still celebrated as
New Year’s in Persia, Turkey, and Afghanistan. Britain and the American
colonies were longstanding holdouts until they finally changed their
calendars to Jan. 1 in the 1750s. In any case, the Sun is regarded as being
the most up-and-at-’em in Aries, which is why this is the sign of Coach
Dad.

Cancer, Virgo, and Scorpio are the zodiac signs of the mother. Cancer is
the Good Mother because it rules the summer solstice, where days are
longest and nights are shortest and the earth is bursting with life; Scorpio is
the Dark Mother because it falls in the heart of autumn, when the crops
have been harvested and summer gardens have gone to seed; and Virgo is
the zodiac sign of Mother/Daughter relationships. The only zodiac sign to
be depicted as a woman, Virgo represents both fruit and seed because
daughters are the only children of mothers capable of giving birth.

The easiest way to gauge the Sun’s strength in your astrological chart is
to determine whether it’s in domicile, detriment, exaltation, or fall. The Sun
is at home in Leo (domicile) because that’s the heart of summer; it’s out of
season in Aquarius (detriment) because Aquarius is six months away from
Leo and lies in the heart of winter; the Sun arrives in Aries because that’s
the sign of the spring equinox (exalted); and it departs in Libra (fall)
because Libra rules the autumnal equinox. Now admittedly these can sound
like judgments—and to a certain extent they are—but a judgment is not a
definition. If anything, determining planetary strength helps us read an
astrological chart in more nuanced ways. A planet—whether it’s the Sun,
Venus, Jupiter, or Pluto—will do the very best job it can to exert its
influence. However, there are certain zodiac signs where it will express
itself more vigorously versus ones where it will struggle to do what it needs



to do. And this isn’t necessarily a bad thing. For instance, you may have
noticed that both Libra and Aquarius—zodiac signs where the Sun is either
in fall or in detriment—are air signs, which means that the emphasis is
going to be on we rather than me. Air signs are relationship signs, so people
born under Libra and Aquarius form alliances in order to succeed. They
have no problem combining efforts and don’t mind sharing the credit or
recognition. And that’s because they have a “weak” Sun. Their egos aren’t
insisting that they get all the glory. As you can imagine, this isn’t going to
sit well with people whose astrology charts feature a strong Sun and who
want to shine on their own. All of this is to say that good placements aren’t
always good, just as bad placements aren’t always bad. It’s something to
keep in mind as you read about the Sun and how it appears in each of the
twelve signs.

A Note about Cusps

The Sun sign dates I've listed (see this page) are formatted in the way that you
would see them in a newspaper astrology column or online horoscope. They are
general approximations based on cusps.

Cusp refers to the day in the calendar when the Sun moves from one zodiac sign
to the next. For instance, on April 19 the Sun leaves the zodiac sign of Aries and
enters the zodiac sign of Taurus. But this isn’t set in stone. One year the Sun may
change signs on April 19 but in another year it might change signs on April 20.

The reason for this is that we actually live according to two years: the sidereal
year and the calendar year. The sidereal year is the time that it takes the Earth to
complete a single orbit around the Sun, which works out to 365 days, 6 hours, and
9 minutes. The calendar year—which is based on the spring equinox (which is
also what we use to set our clocks by)—works out to 365 days, 5 hours, and 48
minutes. There is a difference of 20 minutes between our sidereal and calendar
years. That difference adds up over time so that every four years we reconcile the
two by adding an extra day—Feb. 29—to the calendar. Hence the leap year.

However, astrology columnists make adjustments for the Sun’s change of signs
every year, which is why when you check your online horoscope on Jan. 1 you will
see that some of the zodiac sign cusp dates have changed by a day, but by no
more than a day.

This is what gave rise to the notion that people born on the cusp (i.e., on the day
that the Sun changes signs) were a mix of the two signs, but that’s not true. You're
either one sign or the next. That's why it's always a good idea to get your chart
done so you can see which sign you were born under.




SPRING SUN SIGNS

THE SUN IN ARIES

Spring is a ferocious season. Seeds sprout, branches flower, and weeds pop
out from undercover ready to choke the life out of any fresh growth. It’s a
race to see who’s going to establish territory right away. It’s an exciting
time and an uncertain time because the threat of frost laces the air and you
never know when it’s going to descend and wipe out the first ranks. You
were born around that time of year when even the clocks have been set
forward an hour in order to give you your competitive edge. Leaning
forward is built into your sign. And like a runner at the starting line you
crouch into position, clear your mind, and wait for the gun to go off.

Aries is really good at exploding out of the gate. Often described as
impulsive and heated, you’re in fact quite disciplined and focused on
whatever you set your sights on. A lot of preparation goes into who you are.
Like the kid who wakes up first thing in the morning to train for a swim
meet or the child who can’t hang out with her friends after school because
she has to go to ballet class, you make sacrifices and will do whatever it
takes to be the best that you can be. You pursue your passion with the
determination of a heat-seeking missile. You were born under the first sign
of the zodiac, but first doesn’t always mean best—or that your position at
the front of the line is secure. Winning hands can be trumped, records get
broken, and accomplishments are there for the sole purpose of being
surpassed. You more than anyone know that you’re only as good as your
last performance.

Part of this comes from your father. Aries, Leo, and Capricorn are three
zodiac signs where the father plays a prominent role in the horoscope. Aries
is the sign of Coach Dad. Coach Dads are the ones who argued with the



referee on your behalf, grilled you the night before your big quiz, and tried
to show you how to change a tire when you were three. Coach Dads want to
make sure that you can take care of yourself in any situation. They’re not
coddling or indulgent. If anything they point out your shortcomings,
chuckle when you mess up, and ask you to hit the ground and give them
fifty push-ups at the very moment you need a shoulder to lean on. But
there’s no doubt that they’re in your corner. Your Coach Dad would have
told you that you can always do better, and because of him you do. Coach
Dads want winners, not whiners.

The hardest thing for an Aries to accept is weakness. You can’t stand it
in others and you have zero tolerance for it in yourself. This is why you
can’t help laughing when someone screws up. And it’s not because you
delight in others’ mishaps. If anything, you’re a champion for those less
fortunate than yourself. Yet laughter masks your deep anxiety about
weakness. Your ruling planet is Mars—named after the Roman god of war.
You have to be battle ready. You have spartan tastes and if you could sleep
on a bed of nails every night you would. You’re constantly on guard against
getting soft, losing your edge, or being lulled into complacency. This is why
Aries people often have such a hostile reaction to weight gain. It also
explains why you don’t do well with praise or flattery. When someone gives
you a compliment you automatically assume they’re BSing you—and you’ll
even respond with a brusque remark. That’s because praise and flattery
remind you of how much you need appreciation, recognition, and approval,
and needs are a no-no in the Aries lexicon. Being needy makes you whiny,
wimpy, and spineless. Your reaction to people who want to talk to you
about their hurt feelings is to roll your eyes and to tell them: GET OVER
IT.

Like Superman or Wonder Woman, you’re on call 24/7 to help out in a
pinch. And you will. But you don’t stick around after you’ve raced into the
burning building to fetch the baby or rescue the cat from a tree. You’re on
to the next crisis. And in some ways it can be said that you’re a crisis
junkie. That’s why so many Aries people join the police force, the military,
or an EMS unit. You are astrology’s first responders. You say that you’re
doing it for truth and justice, but you’re actually doing it for the rush. If you
could spend the rest of your life spinning like a ninja from crisis to crisis,
you would.



Yet superheroes need victims to save, which explains why loved ones
and friends are a hot mess, and your co-workers are incapable of stapling
two pages together without asking you for help. They’re waiting for you to
come save the day. And it doesn’t matter how many times you say that this
is the last time you’re going to fly to the rescue, you always do. You may
resent how often the people in your life overuse their Bat-Signal privileges,
but why shouldn’t they if that’s the only time they get to see you? Heroic
acts don’t save people in the end because they invariably foster dependency.
That’s why coaching them in how to fend for themselves may be the best
lesson of all.

You also have a complicated relationship with authority. People say
you’re a natural-born leader, but in truth you will avoid taking on a
leadership position whenever possible. That’s because you like taking
orders. You can stand at attention confidently knowing that someone else is
in charge. But that person in charge has to be above reproach. They must be
bold, tough, uncompromising, and in the right. Like any sidekick, you’re
into hero worshipping. You want to be at their side watching their flank,
enforcing their rules, and providing backup when needed, but you are no
obedient underling. The moment they switch from leader to tyrant, you’ll be
the first to call Goliath out, put a stone in your slingshot, and take him
down. But again, no sooner do you do this than you automatically pass the
reins of authority over to someone else. You’re a soldier, not a general.

You’re really good at striving and not so good at arriving. You have a
problem finishing things. Some say it’s because you lose interest or are
dismayed when the initial excitement wears off, but it comes from being
born under the sign of the spring equinox. You’re an opener, not a closer.

The Sun is exalted in Aries. Exalted means “celebrated.” The reason the
Sun is exalted in Aries is that it’s a young Sun—Ilike at sunrise. It’s not the
noonday sun that’s peaked and sits established on his throne. Yours is the
young hero who’s just starting out and has something to prove. Yours is the
new face people look to, the fresh voice that gets their attention, the
independent spirit that gets them to question their limits. And this optimism
and idealism never goes away. It doesn’t matter how many times you’re laid
low, kicked to the side of the curb, or cheated by scoundrels—you will
always pick yourself up and charge back into the arena. You are heroically
uncompromising, unapologetically passionate, refreshingly candid, and
surprisingly . . . innocent. Yes, innocent. You still show a child’s trust at



sixty. And this is a special trait in a world where cynicism passes for
wisdom and skepticism guards the castle keep of a closed mind. It takes a
lot of courage to believe in the best in people and a lot of persistence to help
them to achieve it. These are heavy expectations and you shoulder them
gladly.

THE SUN IN TAURUS

There are people who build their houses out of straw and people who build
them out of sticks. Yours is a strictly brick-based construction. Your aim is
to create a solid foundation with impenetrable walls and an unshakeable
roof so that you can withstand anything life has to throw at you. Like the
bull that your sign is named after, you were born with a thick skin. You can
take insults and slights that would leave others devastated. When stress
levels rise, yours is the cooler head in the room that remains focused on
finding a solution. And when critics begin nitpicking your job performance
you often surprise them by being . . . agreeable. Your perspective is that
either they have something valuable to impart or they don’t. If they have
something valuable to say, then you’re the one who stands to benefit by
listening to them. And if they don’t know what they’re talking about, you’ll
smile and nod and wait for them to move on before quietly going about
doing what you were doing all along. You don’t like conflict or drama. It
takes a lot to make you angry, but when something pisses you off you see
red. You’ll stomp around and even snort. But you’re not one to stay mad for
very long. Afterward you’ll quickly revert to your calm, peace-loving self.

Yours is a pastoral sign. It’s why you come across as relaxed and low
key. You may not while away the hours watching sheep graze and stringing
together garlands of flowers, but there’s nothing stopping you from wanting
to live that way. You’re built for comfort, not for speed. You would love
nothing more than to stroll out to your favorite spot every day, park it, and
take in the view. Your space means a lot to you. Whether it’s your craft
room, your man cave, your she-shed, your favorite table at a restaurant, or
your bike in spin class, your spot is your spot and everybody knows it.
Yours is the most territorial sign of the zodiac and you will push back
against anyone trying to horn in on your turf—which is funny because you
have no problem horning in on theirs.

You’re very subtle about it. It begins with you leaving some overnight
things at your boyfriend’s apartment or draping your jacket over the back of



an occupied chair so that when that person returns from the restroom you
happen to be sitting in their seat. Little under-the-radar annexations like
that. “What’s mine is mine” is a favorite Taurus catchphrase, but because
Venus is your ruling planet it makes sense to add “and what’s yours is mine,
too.”

People like to give you things. That’s one of the plus points to being
born under Venus, the planet of love and beauty. You are the living
embodiment of the law of attraction. You don’t have to go after what you
want in life because it often comes to you. Let other people hunt down
clients or race after the golden apples that roll across their path; you know
that the best opportunities are the ones that drop into your lap. But the
Venus equation of combining forces with someone because you get twice as
much done for half the effort doesn’t always sit well with you. You like it in
principle, but you don’t like having to split the profits. Taurus has a hard
time with sharing. You were the kid in kindergarten who refused to put your
toy back in the toy box at the end of playtime because you thought you
could keep it. And indeed the worst thing that anyone can ever do to a
Taurus is to ask to borrow something like a sweater or a book. The Venus
part of you will feel obligated to say yes because Venus is all about good
manners, but the earthy part of you will agonize over it because earth signs
have a desperate fear of being deprived. How long does this person want it?
What happens if it’s damaged? Will it even be returned? Rather than lose
sleep over it, a Taurus will either say no outright or buy a cheaper version to
lend out instead, just for the peace of mind.

One would think that Taurus people would be spoiled brats given your
love of luxury and indulgence, but you’re beasts of burden at heart. You’re
not averse to putting in the long hours or going the extra distance to make
sure that the job is done right. You know that somebody has to pull that
plow and carry that load. You’re a staunch provider and no one you care
about will ever go hungry or want for anything on your watch. It’s funny.
You won'’t share, but you will provide. Maybe it’s because providing puts
you in charge, whereas sharing makes you beholden. In any case, you’re
happy when the people in your life are happy. But there’s more to your
work ethic than keeping the wolf from the door. You really love to work.
You're one of the few people who look forward to coming in to the office,
studio, or workstation every day. And it doesn’t matter if you’re a barista or
a CEO—you will put your all into whatever it is you do. Plus you love



money. Taurus people have a real green thumb when it comes to finances.
You don’t see money as evil any more than you see money as being in short
supply or the exclusive domain of the top one percent. Your love of money
is like a gardener’s love of plants. You understand its behavior and you
have a natural talent for cultivating and nurturing it. Money is an organic,
living, breathing thing to you. Although some bean counters and number
crunchers are born under the sign of Taurus, there are just as many Taurus
people who can make businesses grow and investments flourish based on
their instinctive feel for the lay of the land. They don’t need facts and stats
to tell them that wilting leaves mean trouble underfoot or that cascading
blooms are the result of having put in the time and done the right prep
work. Taurus may not be a fast producer, but you’re a prolific one and your
yields will only increase over the years.

If you’re like most people born under Taurus, you tend to put on the
pounds. You are always hungry. And this isn’t necessarily the result of
stress, carbs, or boredom. You were born under the sign of the Bull, and
bulls graze. Constantly. Now obviously some pastures are better to graze in
than others—and this is where healthy choices are important. This doesn’t
have to be joyless. Teach yourself how to cook if you don’t know how to
already. And educate yourself about what goes into your body. You were
born in spring so not only would you enjoy the produce section of your
supermarket (you love to squeeze and smell things), but you would also
enjoy learning how to mix and match flavors. There’s a whole world
outside the snack aisle that’s better tasting and is better for you.

Few signs are as present as yours. You don’t get too caught up in the
future, nor do you get fixated on the past. You build a pen around your here
and now and put your focus squarely on that. You know that the best way to
make the world a better place is to start with your corner of it. No warring.
No preaching. No berating. Just love and beauty. And the lovelier you make
your corner of the world, the more that people will want to emulate it.
Perhaps the greatest gift you have to give is showing people how to live.

THE SUN IN GEMINI

Life for you began with your first playdate, and you were a hit right off the
bat. No clinging to your mother’s pants leg or going into meltdowns for
you. You were too busy working the room—giving your new playmates
perfunctory hugs, quickly assessing their toys—identifying the ones that



looked fun versus the ones that were “educational”—and within minutes
making up a game for everyone to join in. And this is what Geminis do
best. You dissolve those invisible barriers that people erect in social
situations by being disarming, asking them questions about themselves, and
sharing a fun fact or a gossipy bit of information. You don’t dominate a
group any more than you will wait to be invited. You break the ice. It’s why
people like you so much. You get them talking. You may never be the most
popular kid in school, but you’re friends with him. The geeks may never
embrace you as one of their own, but you’re always welcome to hang out.
And should you find yourself drawn into the mean girl orbit, you know how
to socialize with them just long enough to enjoy the celebrity without ever
becoming truly identified with them. You tap-dance in and out of
friendships and associations—keeping people guessing as to how long
you’ll stay. You’re always around, but nobody has exclusive rights to you
and in time people come to accept that this is who you are.

The air signs rule over the three types of relationships—siblings,
couples, and groups. Gemini, the zodiac sign of the Twins, naturally rules
over sibling relationships, which play a big factor in how we all get along
with people in life. Everything you learned about winning and losing,
competition versus cooperation, and give-and-take you learned from your
sibling. And if you didn’t have a sibling growing up, then you probably had
a friend who was like a sister or brother to you. You don’t really “relate” to
your mother or father when you’re a child. Parents are power figures you
turn to for love and approval. They tell you what to do and you pretty much
have to obey them as long as you live under their roof. They’re not
contemporaries. But a sibling is right there next to you. This is the person
you’re in cahoots with. Your sibling is the one you follow or the one who
follows you if you’re the older one. Your sibling might be someone you
admire, someone you want to be close to and even emulate. Or your sibling
may be the one you fight with, complain about, or rat on. Then again, all
things being Gemini, there’s nothing saying you can’t flip-flop. With
siblings you never know who’s on top or who’s on the bottom from one day
to the next, but chances are your sibling will still be the one you go to with
a secret problem that you can’t discuss with anyone else.

Geminis “twin.” And it doesn’t have to be with your real sibling. You
can twin with a friend, spouse, co-worker, or child. Now this doesn’t mean
you’ll start dressing alike and speaking in a made-up secret language. It’s



more like a sixth sense that you have for identifying someone who gets you
in a symbiotic way. You may start out strangers but you’ll soon become
inseparable. Is your twin the pretty one? Then you get to be the smart one.
Or maybe your twin is the moody one? Then that means you’re the
lighthearted one. Geminis love taking on roles like a shopper trying on
clothes in the dressing room. You want to see which ones suit you. This
doesn’t mean that you’re a chameleon. But you learn about yourself through
people—Ilike an infant mirroring their parents’ facial expressions. You will
mimic and imitate, but it’s not in order to model yourself after someone
else. It’s to see if you like living that life or not.

The dark side of this is Evil Twin Syndrome. Feuding siblings are as old
as Cain and Abel, and we all know how that turned out. And like Abel, you
can have a certain blind spot when it comes to someone who means you
harm. For some bizarre reason, Geminis love their frenemies. It’s amazing
the lengths you’ll go to to rationalize their unacceptable behavior, explain
away their lies, or keep giving them money after they just ripped you off.
And it doesn’t matter how much the people in your life try to sound the
alarm. It’s like you’re incapable of severing ties. If anything, you encourage
your other half to “raise Cain.” And what if you’re the Cain in the equation?
You might be hopelessly drawn to someone who brings out the worst in
you. Your focus is on exposing this person, counteracting their every move,
or unseating them altogether. It can become a bit of an obsession as you
bend the rules and twist the facts in order to get your way. Loved ones and
friends say walk away, but you may be so fixated on the one-upmanship
that you can’t. You see, Geminis aren’t really split personalities at all. What
they do is split their personality and then give half of it over to the “twin.”
It’s less The Strange Case of Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde and more What Ever
Happened to Baby Jane? When a love relationship, business partnership, or
family tie deteriorates into this kind of doppelganger dysfunction, it’s
always best to quit cold turkey. You may not think you can part company—
that you two are forever joined at the hip—but guess what? You can—and
need to for your own psychological well-being. There’s more to life than
being the flip side of a coin.

Your ruling planet is Mercury, named after the messenger of the gods.
Swift-footed and quick-witted, Mercury was always racing back and forth
between heaven and earth communicating the will of the gods to mortals
and then reporting back to the gods on their reactions. You can think of



Mercury as the ancient world’s version of tweeting. And like Mercury, your
mind moves too fast; you speak in 280 characters and find it nearly
impossible to sit still. You’re always coming from or going to something.
Mercury is the reason you’re often cast in the role of spokesperson and go-
between. It’s your job to represent the powers that be. They depend on you
to make the deals, broker the agreements, and get warring parties to return
to the table when negotiations have broken down. No one is better at
herding cats than you. You know how to pique interest, feign indifference,
sweeten an offer, taunt, or make yourself scarce until everyone gets nervous
and comes looking for you.

If the Sun stands for the ego in an astrological chart and
you regard the Sun as one of many stars in the firmament, then it makes
perfect sense that you would treat others’ opinions—as well as their hopes,
dreams, feelings, and aspirations—as being just as important as your own.

You have another ruling planet: Saturn. The planet of tests, Saturn
insists that you get your head out of the clouds and find a way to bring
those precious ideals of yours down to earth. It’s your job to make them real
just like it’s Saturn’s job to thwart you at every turn. But Saturn doesn’t do
this to spoil your fun. It does it because you aren’t going to become the
person you’re supposed to become by traveling a well-trodden path. You
won’t be inventive if you follow in others’ footsteps, resourceful if you’re
given everything you want, or understanding if you’ve never been
misunderstood. Enlightenment is hard to come by in a world where the
lessons don’t stick, dawning realizations fade, and progress is erased by a



simple swing of the pendulum. The whole thing can feel like an exercise in
futility. But Aquarius is a Utopian sign. You are committed to the world of
tomorrow. You feel a responsibility to the people you’ll never meet and the
lives yet to be born. You know that society is only as good as the people
who live in it. It is an obligation borne on all of our shoulders, and it only
evolves if we evolve. Your commitment will always be to the better angels
of our nature—which is why you will never stop pressing people to rise to
the occasion of themselves.

THE SUN IN PISCES

Sometimes it feels like you’re a sleepwalker in life—shuffling through the
day, performing activities by rote, and winding up in places you can’t
remember setting out for. Loved ones and friends have grown accustomed
to your dazed expression, that far-off look in your eyes signaling that the
lights may be on, but nobody’s home. And it’s not like you’re deliberately
choosing to be preoccupied or absent. It’s just that to be born under Pisces
means that you’re a fish out of water wherever you go, and the only time
when you’re truly yourself is when you can return to the undersea world of
your imagination. You might do this in your dreams, with your VR headset,
or through mind-altering drugs and alcohol. But you don’t do this because
you’re an escapist who can’t cope with the demands of everyday life. You
do it because you feel like you’ve been marooned on a desert island and
you’re desperately searching for a way back home.

Nothing compares to what you see in your mind’s eye. Here the painting
you want to paint is beheld in masterful strokes. The song in your head is
perfectly composed. How do you know? Because it sang to you every note.
You can visit every room of the house you want to build, fine-tune every
detail of your million-dollar idea, and lovingly scribble out mathematical
equations that will radically alter our ideas of time and space. People might
laugh at you and say this is nothing but wishful thinking, but it’s not. You
really can see, hear, and feel these things—so much so that they haunt you
like a misplaced belonging or a lost limb. This is why you ache so deeply.
How can you settle for this also-ran world when you’ve been to a place
that’s so full and so rich?

Pisces is probably the most soulful sign of the zodiac. It’s certainly the
most psychic. You have an ability to tap into that phantasmal world that
surrounds us, a world that nobody sees but we all know is there. It’s a place



that mystics and saints visited all the time in earlier centuries, an ethereal
plane where mysteries were revealed but never fully understood. These
experiences couldn’t be explained, but they could be described—and they
filled the seer with such ecstasy that friends and neighbors couldn’t help but
respond. Some thought the person was crazy, but others were moved by
their words and felt that this person had seen God. Some mystics held up
the bleeding palms of their hands as evidence, unearthed hidden springs
with healing waters for the sick to drink, or led armies to stunning victories
against impossible odds. They were living proof of the miraculous at work
in our world and that God had not abandoned us all together.

But what was revered in one century was burned at the stake in the next,
and this explains the uneasy relationship between mystic and church—or
you and your supervisor, for that matter. On one hand the church needed
those mystic visions to refill its wineskins. It was thirsty for testimonials
that would reintroduce the sacred back into the profane. Without it, the
church would lose all relevance and ability to inspire. On the other hand the
mystics could be a rowdy crowd with their radical reinterpretations of
scripture, demands for reform, and clarion calls to repent. This is why they
were quashed, and even put to death, when they got out of hand. It really
was—and still is—a love/hate relationship that continues to this day. It’s
something you’re keenly aware of when a supervisor praises you for your
creativity in one breath and then asks you to rein it in with the next. Labels
like sensitive, artistic, and romantic sound complimentary but they’re
actually condescending. And the mixed messages to be creative but not too
creative can be dispiriting. This may explain the rageful feeling that wells
up inside when people don’t believe that you know what you’re talking
about. Why you react so heatedly when told to fall into line and not be such
a martyr. Why you resent it when your voice is muzzled and your ideas are
watered down.

To be soulful is to be sorrowful. Your ruling planet, Neptune, the planet
of dreams and visions, is also the planet of unconditional love. When we
think of unconditional love, we think of loving unselfishly without rules or
expectations. We trust openly, sacrifice freely, and forgive repeatedly
because we are so accepting that no matter what happens we will always be
loving. Unconditional love asks for nothing in return.

That sounds like a pretty tall order. Most of us wouldn’t even try to be
that charitable, but for you it comes naturally. Of all the water signs, yours



is the most fluid. You can plunge into the depths of depression and despair,
glide through the whirlpools of jealousy and anger, ride the waves of
happiness and delight, and languish in the pools of peace and tranquility.
The fact that you can move from one emotional state to the next without
getting snagged or pulled under is what makes you fluent in the universal
language of feelings. Unconditional love isn’t about attaining a state of bliss
where you are removed and unmoving; unconditional love means
experiencing the entire lexicon of love (which includes hate) constantly, and
if you are capable of such a thing then you are truly soulful. There’s a lot of
pain in your life because you can’t help feeling deeply. But there’s a lot of
joy, too.

One would think that this would make you super attentive to others, but
actually it’s the opposite. When you can stream your emotions as easily as
you can, there’s really no priority given to any single object of desire or
moment of reverie. You’ll gush on about a new love interest in the same
way that you would about a favorite song, a new pair of shoes, or the play
of light on the water. Every feeling carries the same emotional weight and is
therefore generic. This can create the impression among loved ones and
friends that they don’t really matter—especially when you lament the
human suffering happening halfway across the world while never once
asking them about their own struggles and difficulties.

Pisces people tend to get apocalyptic. It comes from being born under
the last sign of the zodiac. You often issue ultimatums, call down fiery
curses, and paint doomsday scenarios if you’re feeling persecuted.
Apocalypses were a dime a dozen in the ancient world. The revenge
fantasies of slaves, they fed the broken spirits of people who felt defeated in
this world but knew that they would be redeemed in the next. This is the
part of you that can be deeply pessimistic—annihilistic even. The part of
you that just wants to throw in the towel.

Thankfully, you have another ruling planet, Jupiter. Jupiter is the planet
of “what I believe,” and it represents the God that we imagine. We can
imagine a God outside ourselves—a Supreme Being that created the
Universe in seven days but somehow remains conspicuously absent from
our day-to-day life (and let’s face it, if somebody initiated the nuclear
launch codes tomorrow, it’s unlikely that this God would intervene)—or we
can imagine a God inside ourselves and ask the question: What would God



do? Well, certainly not abandon this world and all of the beautiful things in
1t.

It’s Jupiter that asks you to stop pinning your hopes on the life hereafter
and to pin them on the one you’re living today. You may never fully
appreciate the ripple effect you have on others—the way your voice speaks
to their sorrow, your insight unlocks a closed door, or how your refusal to
give up on them provides the lifeline they need to pull themselves to safety
—but you are their miracle worker! They don’t need any convincing that
you could get water out of a stone or translate your creative vision into
reality if you wanted to. And if they believe that you can do such marvelous
things, wouldn’t it be nice if you believed it too?



THE PLANETS

In the beginning there were seven planets: the Sun, the Moon,
Mercury, Venus, Mars, Jupiter, and Saturn. These are known as
the ancient planets. The Sun and Moon are called the luminaries
—*“the lights”—because the Sun lights the day and the Moon
lights the night. After them the planets are divided into two
camps: Venus and Jupiter on one side and Mars and Saturn on
the other. Venus and Jupiter are called the benefics because they
bring good things, and Mars and Saturn are called the malefics
because they bring bad things. The reason for this has to do with
light. Although not as bright as the Sun and Moon, Venus and
Jupiter are quite dazzling. You can’t miss them when they’re out
at night. Mars and Saturn? Not so much. Mars has a glaring red
glow, and Saturn is faded and slow-moving because it's the
farthest away. You can think of these two camps as the jocks at
one table and the goth kids at the other in the school cafeteria.
And Mercury? It’s neither malefic or benefic. But this doesn’t
make the planet neutral. If anything, Mercury plays both sides—it
takes on the characteristics of whatever planet it’s next to,
hanging out with the benefics when they’re in the ascendancy
and buddying up to the malefics when they’re not.

All of this changed in 1781 with the discovery of Uranus. Uranus
upset the planetary order, and because it was the first planet that
astrologers had to observe for themselves in order to grasp what
its effects would be, it took about a hundred years before Uranus
began appearing in astrological charts with any regularity.
Neptune’s discovery in 1848 followed by Pluto’s in 1930 added
two more planets to the astrological pantheon in the late modern
era, which is why these three are called the modern planets.
Astrologers didn’t know whether to label them benefic or malefic
for the simple fact that their lights are not seen with the naked
eye. They were discovered with observatory telescopes and
guesswork.

The modern planets spend a long time in one zodiac sign
because they’re so distant. Remember that the Sun passes
through twelve signs in a year—that works out to one sign per
month. But Uranus takes eighty-four years to orbit the Sun, which
means it will spend seven years in just one zodiac sign. Neptune



spends fourteen years in a sign, and Pluto—because of its
elliptical orbit—spends anywhere from twelve to thirty-two years
in a sign. That’s why in the section that follows you’ll see twelve
sign descriptions for Uranus but only seven for Neptune and
Pluto. However, for Neptune and Pluto you will find listed the
years that these planets were in a particular sign so that you can
see how they impact the generation born under it. It's tempting to
treat these like the astrological equivalent of boomers, Gen Xers,
millennials, and iGens, but it’'s too soon to tell if there’s any
correlation—especially when the cut-off dates for the generations
themselves are still being worked out. At the end of the day, the
slower-moving planets need to be read in the same way that you
would read the faster-moving ones.




THE MOON

The Moon is the planet of “what I feel about myself to be true.” Everyone
knows that feelings change—you can be happy one moment and sad the
next—and this is reflected by the fastest-moving planet in the nighttime
sky. No other planet changes its appearance as rapidly and dramatically as
the Moon does. Yet even if its light isn’t constant, its cycles are.

The Moon has always been connected to the soul. The Neoplatonists
believed that at night when we slept, our souls left our bodies and traveled
to the Moon, where they would bathe themselves in its cool waters after a
hot and blistering day. Here they would reconnect and remember their true
nature, which often got lost in the traffic of everyday worries and concerns.
And when dawn’s rosy strands unfurled across the sky, our souls would
return to their bodies so that each person would awake feeling renewed and
replenished. Morning dew on the grass and leaves was regarded as the wet
footprints that souls left behind as they rushed back to be reunited with their
slumbering selves. This is why the Moon has always been the planet of
dreams.

Ruler of the unconscious, the Moon also houses our memories, needs,
and habits. It’s your private self that others don’t see. You can think of the
Moon as your emotional comfort zone. Your memories and how you
recount them, your needs and how you fulfill them, and your habits and
how you repeat them will all be described by the Moon’s placement in your
horoscope. As you can imagine, not everyone has the same emotional
comfort zone. Some people need to sink their roots in deeply in order to feel
secure while others are rolling stones who gather no moss.

A good way to think of the Moon is as the bed you sleep in. Maybe not
your real one per se, but your metaphorical one. Are you a bed-of-nails
person or do you hold court surrounded by fluffy pillows and bolster



cushions? Do you long to sleep under the stars or are you happiest buried
beneath a heap of blankets? Do you see yourself on a fold-out couch, spread
across a king-size mattress, or is it strictly twin beds when it comes to
relationships? Are you a cuddler or a splayer? Do you sleep naked?

The Moon is all about intimacy and that feeling of belonging. It
determines how close we can get to another human being. As you might
imagine, a lot of this depends on the nurturing and care we received in our
childhood, which is why the Moon represents the mother in your
astrological chart. Chances are the environment she provided for you will
be the environment you provide for others. And this isn’t the exclusive
domain of loved ones and children. The Moon decides whether you’re
going to treat the team at work like family or if it’s every person for
themselves. Do you believe that good fences make good neighbors or will
you invite them over for a barbecue? Trust issues, the way that you
emotionally process things, and abandonment anxiety are all reflected by
the Moon. The Moon is also where you go when you feel frightened or hurt.
You may have the sort of Moon that takes you up into her arms and holds
you close or a Moon that tells you to buck up, get back on out there, and
give ’em hell. Not all Moons are nurturing. Some wax and some wane.

Finally, the Moon gives us our resilience. The fact that the Moon
increases in light until it grows full only to lose its light until it disappears
and then begins again reminds us of our psyche’s innate ability to recover
from hardship, to adapt with the times, and to love and trust and bond again
when we thought our hearts would always remain broken. Yes, the Sun will
always rise on a new day, but it’s the Moon that provides the thread that
runs through every one of our yesterdays, todays, and tomorrows.

The easiest way to gauge the Moon’s strength in an astrological chart is
to determine whether it’s in domicile, detriment, exaltation, or fall. The
Moon is at home in Cancer (domicile) because Cancer rules the summer
solstice when the earth is bursting with life; it’s out of season in Capricorn
(detriment) because Capricorn rules the winter solstice when the earth is
dark and dormant; it’s most powerful in Taurus (exalted) because this is
when spring has sprung (those flowers and roses will never look as green
and resplendent as they do in May); and it’s weakest in Scorpio (fall)
because this is when the leaves drop and gardens have gone to seed.

It’s important to remember that just because a Moon is exalted or in fall
doesn’t mean it’s a good or bad Moon. Astrologers know full well that



people blessed with good fortune from a planet can squander it, while those
born with a less than stellar planetary placement often make more with less.
It’s something to keep in mind as you read about the Moon in the twelve
signs.

MOON IN ARIES

An Aries Moon is fiery and combative. You don’t walk on eggshells or
tiptoe around sensitive topics. You stomp. You’re bold, blunt, and in-your-
face. The Moon struggles here because Aries’s nature is heated and
confrontational while the Moon’s is calm and soothing. If you have an Aries
Moon you can’t relax until you get things off your chest. You hate holding
anything in. Anyone who wants to get close to you needs to know that you
will always say what you feel and feel what you say. They also have to be
OK with sudden outbursts. Anger is your psyche’s way of purging. Once
you get things off your chest you’ll quickly return to your good-natured
self, but keep in mind that dishing it out means you’re also going to have to
take it. Yours may not be the most nurturing Moon, but it’s certainly the
most passionate. Aries Moon . . .

Does best with: Gemini and Aquarius Suns because it gives personal
conviction to two signs that often lack it; Leo and Sagittarius Suns because
it emboldens them to be the best that they can be.

struggles with: Taurus and Pisces Suns because it’s always trying to get these
two low-key signs up and going. Virgo and Scorpio Suns because it makes
them feel like somehow they should have done better.

Squares off with: Cancer and Capricorn Suns by holding their feet to the fire.

Is at odds with: Libra Suns. You were born under a full Moon if your Sun is
in Libra. That makes your Sun and Moon equal partners. The struggle is
between partnership (Libra) and acting on your own (Aries). This can give
mixed signals in relationships and business associations because even
though you say you’re happy in the passenger seat, you really want to be
behind the wheel. Make life easy and just take charge.



Is in the dark with: Aries Suns. You were born under a new Moon or very
close to it. You have a blind spot when it comes to impulse control. There’s
no tempering mechanism. It’s act first, ask questions later. This has landed
you in many a briar patch and you have the lumps and bumps to show for it.
But acting out also keeps you from questioning your impulses or taking
responsibility for them. The best way to show people that you care is by
caring.

MOON IN TAURUS

Your Moon is like Miracle-Gro. Not only do you have a green thumb for
flowers and plants, but you have the same effect on raising a family,
growing a business, or harvesting the fruits of a creative endeavor. Things
flourish under your care. The Moon is exalted in Taurus. It’s where it’s the
most fertile, productive, and abundant. You’re very at home with your body
and the bodies of others, which makes you a comfortable person to be
around. Let others worry about squeezing into their skinny jeans. You’re
definitely Relaxed Fit. Besides, you couldn’t care less—you’ve never had a
problem attracting and keeping a lover. However, you do need to watch it
with the conspicuous consumption. Taurus Moons eat, drink, and spend to
excess. The downside to an exalted Moon is Fat Cat Syndrome. That’s not a
comment about weight but about complacency, because love and money
will always come easy. This can lead you to take life for granted, and that’s
not good. Stay a little lean and mean, and you’ll never be caught napping.
Taurus Moon . . .

Does best with: Cancer and Pisces Suns because it makes them produce
something instead of just dream about it. Virgo and Capricorn Suns because
it gives them solid ground (materials, resources, money) to build on.

struggles with: Aries and Gemini Suns because it puts the brakes on their
impulses and plans by making them do the math first. Libra and Sagittarius
Suns because it believes in taking what you can get, which often makes
these signs feel like they’re settling for less.

Squares off with: Leo and Aquarius Suns because it insists they stick to the
bottom line.



Is at odds with: Scorpio Suns. You were born under a full Moon if your Sun
is in Scorpio. That makes your Sun and Moon equal partners. The struggle
is between scarcity (Scorpio) and plenty (Taurus). No matter what you do,
you never feel like you make enough on your own. Maybe your partner
earns more, your parents fund you, or your job is to oversee others’
finances. This can make you feel beholden. Scorpio Suns hate depending on
anyone, while Taurus Moons don’t much care how the money shows up.
This blessing needn’t be a curse if you would only learn to trust.

Is in the dark with: Taurus Suns. You were born under a new Moon or very
close to it. You have a blind spot when it comes to security. Making safe
choices is great, but after a while they add up. You lower your sights, talk
yourself out of opportunities, and make decisions based on convenience.
Every plant needs repotting or else it gets rootbound. And likewise, from
time to time, you need to move on to greener pastures. It promotes growth
and keeps you from getting stuck in a rut.

MOON IN GEMINI

A Gemini Moon is like living with a three-year-old who’s constantly
tiptoeing into your room at night and asking if you’re awake. When your
conscious mind goes to sleep, your Gemini Moon comes out to play.
Suddenly, unfinished ideas and half-baked schemes appear fully realized.
You have all the words for things you should have said, explanations that
leave nothing in doubt, and clever turns of phrase that would surely win any
argument. The only problem is you’re asleep. Like Mercury, the Moon is
the planet of messages. Mercury rules tweets and the Moon rules dreams. A
Gemini Moon means an active dream life. What’s important is setting up
office hours so it doesn’t intrude on your sleep. You may be afraid of losing
that mental thread, but remember that when you have a Gemini Moon, your
unconscious is the co-pilot to your conscious, so those great thoughts aren’t
going away. They’re in there somewhere. Meanwhile you need to rest and
that nocturnal three-year-old needs to be told that anything worth saying
can wait until morning. Gemini Moon . . .

Does best with: LLeo and Aries Suns because it makes them approachable and
easy to talk to. Libra and Aquarius Suns because it gets these two signs to



talk to people “entre nous” instead of addressing them only in formal
situations.

Struggles with: Taurus and Cancer Suns because it’s restless and doesn’t give
these two signs any peace of mind. Scorpio and Capricorn Suns because it
places a rationale where a naked feeling should be.

Squares off with: Virgo and Pisces Suns because it will always side with the
head over the heart.

Is at odds with: Sagittarius Suns. You were born under a full Moon if your
Sun is in Sagittarius. That makes your Sun and Moon equal partners. The
struggle is between verve (Sagittarius) and intellect (Gemini). Your
Sagittarius Sun wants to experience life full tilt while your Gemini Moon
keeps one foot out the door. And it’s not because you’re cynical. You don’t
like it when your heart gets carried away. It means you have a lot to lose.
That’s why you always have an exit plan handy. You may never use it, but
knowing it’s there is tremendously reassuring.

Is in the dark with: Gemini Suns. You were born under a new Moon or very
close to it. You have a blind spot when it comes to your mind. Sharp and
alert, it doesn’t like sharing space with your emotions. It’s why you
intellectualize when things get too heavy or intimate. But Geminis are often
of two minds about things, not one. Make the switch from left-brain to
right-brain thinking and let your emotions come out and do what they do
best: feel. It’s the most mindful thing you can do.

MOON IN CANCER

You are a creature of habit. And you’re unapologetic about it. Whether it’s
preparing a meal, sitting down to work, or getting ready to exercise,
everything has to be set up just right. It keeps you on track. Some people
pursue goals, check off items on their to-do lists, or are slaves to their
agendas, but your routine is organic. It centers and orients you. It’s deeply
ritualistic. The Moon is in domicile in Cancer, which allows you to
maintain a consistent cycle in an off-kilter world. You believe in the past
and you like that it repeats itself. The past isn’t something you need to



escape or reinvent. You love your family, traditions, and heritage. But
something to keep in mind about the Moon is that it changes. It’s consistent
in its cycles but changes in its appearance. Loved ones change, and steering
them back to the past—to something you find comfortable and familiar—
isn’t always the answer. It’s something you need to be open to. Cancer
Moon . ..

Does best with: Taurus and Virgo Suns because it gives them fertile bodies
and equally fertile imaginations. Scorpio and Pisces Suns because it gives
them some summertime joy to go along with all that Sturm und Drang.

Struggles with: Gemini and Leo Suns because it makes them needy at the
most inopportune times. Sagittarius and Aquarius Suns because it’s not as
adventurous as these two signs would like to be, although once introduced
to an exotic culture it finds appealing, it’s quick to go “native.”

Squares off with: Aries and Libra Suns because it cramps their style. Cancer
Moons are homebodies whereas these two signs want to be out and about.

Is at odds with: Capricorn Suns. You were born under a full Moon if your
Sun is in Capricorn. That makes your Sun and Moon equal partners. The
struggle is between hard (Capricorn) and soft (Cancer). Your Capricorn Sun
insists that hard work and discipline are the secrets to success. You’re a
climber, not a clinger. But your lunar side knows that scaling the highest
heights can get exhausting. Sunny valleys lie between those forbidding
peaks, verdant places where you can rest and recoup. There’s nothing
wrong with being “soft.” Besides—all work and no play makes Capricorn a
dull goat.

Is in the dark with: Cancer Suns. You were born under a new Moon or very
close to it. You have a blind spot when it comes to the way things were. The
Moon rules over memory, so it’s easy to get nostalgic. A little nostalgia is
sweet, but too much and you start glorifying the past. Open your world by
sampling another culture’s cuisine. Cancer rules the stomach and food is the
great international language, after all—and as everyone knows, the best
way to a person’s heart is through their tummy.



MOON IN LEO

Your feelings are very important. There’s nothing trivial or ridiculous about
them. You take them seriously and expect everyone else to do the same.
That’s because what you feel matters. Your love matters. Your heartbreak
matters. If you’re angry, then you’re right to be angry, because something
pissed you off. It’s not that you have a right to be angry, you are angry. Pure
and simple. You were wronged and something needs to be done about it.
Pronto. You own your emotions and insist that they be recognized and taken
care of. People may question why your feelings should take precedence
over others’, but they do and you won’t apologize for it. Leo Moons are
lionhearted. Brave and determined, you always trust what’s in your heart—
and what you think is in the heart of others. Sometimes this can prove
dangerously naive—like when you extend the benefit of the doubt to
someone who doesn’t deserve it. Nevertheless, Leo Moons teach us all to
have the strength of our emotional convictions. Leo Moon . . .

Does best with: Gemini and Libra Suns because it makes them be who they
are rather than what others expect them to be. Aries and Sagittarius Suns
because it gives them a heart to go along with those burning passions and
runaway enthusiasms.

struggles with: Cancer and Virgo Suns because it insists that they express
their feelings when it would be safer not to. Capricorn and Pisces Suns
because it makes them wrestle with the guilt trips they try to impose on
themselves.

Squares off with: Taurus and Scorpio Suns by making it hard to be hard-
hearted about matters where they have drawn the line.

Is at odds with: Aquarius Suns. You were born under a full Moon if your Sun
is in Aquarius. That makes your Sun and Moon equal partners. The struggle
is between the impersonal (Aquarius) and the personal (Leo). Aquarius
Suns tend to infantilize emotions, to see them as reckless and irrational. The
Leo Moon is here to remind you that emotions matter—no matter how you
try to distance yourself from them.



Is in the dark with: L.eo Suns. You were born under a new Moon or very close
to it. You have a blind spot when it comes to your heart. You trust your
heart absolutely, which is great, but then you also expect people to feel the
same way as you and that’s simply not going to happen. They have hearts of
their own. Show the same respect you expect them to show you and you’ll
open your heart and your mind.

MOON IN VIRGO

Anything that stresses you out emotionally will have an immediate impact
on your body. You might break out in rashes, wrestle with eating disorders,
or experience sudden problems with your immune system. Psychosomatic
is a word often used to describe physical ills being all in the head, but it’s
made up of two important words: psyche (“soul”) and soma (“body”). The
Moon rules both the soul and the body in astrology, and it’s your soul’s
unsettledness in its body that expresses itself physically—not unlike like the
way a sudden drop in the insect population signals that the planet Earth is
feeling taxed. What’s nice about having a Virgo Moon is that it alerts you in
a timely manner so you can get to the bottom of whatever ails you. Your
Virgo Moon keeps you emotionally honest about what you can—and cannot
—take on. Virgo Moons are also extremely matter-of-fact when it comes to
their bodies. They’re the ones you can talk to about those sensitive health
issues that you don’t feel comfortable discussing with anyone else. Virgo
Moon . ..

Does best with: Cancer and Scorpio Suns by preventing these two signs from
getting too sentimental or sullen. It keeps the emotional temperature in the
room just right. Taurus and Capricorn Suns because it treats the body like a
temple and not a pup tent.

Struggles with: Leo and Libra Suns because it will always spot the fly in the
ointment. Aries and Aquarius Suns because it’s not afraid to pull the plug
when it’s reached its limit. And it will.

Squares off with: Gemini and Sagittarius Suns because it doesn’t treat
emotional truths like they’re inconvenient.



Is at odds with: Pisces Suns. You were born under a full Moon if your Sun is
in Pisces. That makes your Sun and Moon equal partners. The struggle is
between letting go (Pisces) and holding back (Virgo). Your Pisces Sun
believes in painting on the largest possible canvas. It’s grand in scope and
can be emotionally overwhelming. Your Virgo Moon, however, knows that
less is more. It’s kind of like the difference between epic poetry and haiku.
Your Virgo Moon may not be big on dramatic sweeping gestures, but
there’s something to be said for leaving things up to the imagination.

Is in the dark with: Virgo Suns. You were born under a new Moon or very
close to it. You have a blind spot when it comes to your body. But this isn’t
because you’re a germophobe or vain. It’s about apartness. You have a
deep-rooted fear of becoming emotionally dependent on others. It’s why
you keep yourself able-bodied. This ensures that people will always depend
on you rather than the other way around. Ironically, keeping your distance
allows you to be intimate. It’s when people say you should relax and
unwind that you tense up.

MOON IN LIBRA

You don’t like unpleasant emotions. You like nice ones. You know the
world isn’t always a pleasant place, which is why it’s your job to help
salvage something from the emotional wreckage that washes up on your
shores. But you’re not doing this because of some savior complex. It’s to
bring peace and order to your life. People produce when they’re happy.
They make trouble when they’re not. And since you will always choose
beauty and prosperity over discord and disarray, you will do whatever it
takes to help loved ones, friends, and associates recover their emotional
equilibrium and return to making something useful of their lives. You’re a
good listener. You have an extraordinary ability to remove yourself from the
equation and just take in what the other person is saying. It’s what makes
you such good therapists, consultants, and mediators. Nevertheless, you’re
irresistibly drawn to bad boys, man-eaters, and hot messes. For some reason
these red flags work more like aphrodisiacs than warning labels.

Struggles with: Virgo and Scorpio Suns because it won’t stop until they
uncross those crossed arms. Taurus and Pisces Suns because it will always
argue for quality over quantity.

Squares off with: Cancer and Capricorn Suns because it insists on hearing the
other side of the story.

Is at odds with: Aries Suns. You were born under a full Moon if your Sun is
in Aries. That makes your Sun and Moon equal partners. The struggle is
between independence (Aries) and cooperation (Libra). Typically, Aries
Suns tackle challenges alone; however, your Libra Moon learned a long
time ago that it’s better to lock in support beforehand. It extends your reach
and strengthens your hold. So how do you win people over to your side?
Nobody does charm offensive like you do. Your scintillating combination of
passion and persuasion turns heads and changes minds.

Is in the dark with: Libra Suns. You were born under a new Moon or very
close to it. You have a blind spot when it comes to relationships. You will
take it upon yourself to do the relating for both sides, thereby
unintentionally choking off the back-and-forth flow that needs to exist for
any relationship to succeed. You are not in charge of making your
relationship work. That rests on both parties’ shoulders. The truer you are to
yourself, the truer your partner will be to themselves, and that’s what makes
for a healthy bond.

MOON IN SCORPIO

Cancer and Pisces Suns because it gives them
cojones.

struggles with: Libra and Sagittarius Suns because it feels like it’s always
being prettified to fit in with their rose-colored view of life. Aries and
Gemini Suns because it will always insist that they admit their feelings
matter even when they say they don’t.

Squares off with: Leo and Aquarius Suns by refusing to give up a grievance
just to make people feel better.

Is at odds with: Taurus Suns. You were born under a full Moon if your Sun is
in Taurus. That makes your Sun and Moon equal partners. The struggle is
between having (Taurus) and not having (Scorpio). Taurus Suns take people
at face value, while Scorpio Moons are convinced everyone’s working an
angle—one usually aimed at separating you from your money.

Indeed, the glee you take in trumpeting your gotcha moments turns people
off. It’s easy to shame and blame, and much harder to help someone find
their way back.

MOON IN SAGITTARIUS

Your emotions are loud and your opinions colorful. And you believe in
making them known right away—uncensored and without apology. People
may not like it, but that’s their problem. You are being true to what you feel.
Sagittarius Moons are more expressive than receptive, which means that
anyone who wants to talk about their feelings is going to have to crank up
the volume. Yet there is no Moon more uplifting when spirits are down.

The struggle is
between family (Cancer) and career (Capricorn). Your ruling planet is the
Moon, so you’ll always choose career over family. You’ll work long hours
to put food on the table. Yet by not making time for loved ones, you may
discover they haven’t much time for you later on. Reverse the trend while
you can. A family is more than an obligation; it’s your home.

Is in the dark with: Capricorn Suns. You were born under a new Moon or very
close to it. You have a blind spot when it comes to guilt. You see all the
things you should have done (but didn’t), the obligations you failed to
fulfill, and the emotional burdens that proved too heavy, and you wrap them
around you like a security blanket. There’s nothing wrong with a little guilt.
It’s healthy. But too much guilt leads to self-absorption. Self-debasement
can be just as narcissistic as self-aggrandizement. Wean yourself off the
guilt habit and you’ll be there for people again.

MOON IN AQUARIUS

You are intensely interested in other people’s well-being. Are they being
treated fairly? Do they feel like they have a voice? Is there anything you
can do to empower them? Yet when someone asks you how you’re doing,
you draw a blank. It’s like you’ve just been asked a trick question. Aquarian
Moons are surprisingly shy when it comes to discussing their feelings.

Cancer and Virgo Suns
because it will never water down truths to make them more appealing.

Squares off with: Taurus and Scorpio Suns because it will always underscore
the ours in the struggle between yours and mine.

Is at odds with: Leo Suns. You were born under a full Moon if your Sun is in
Leo. That makes your Sun and Moon equal partners. The struggle is
between me (Leo) and everyone else (Aquarius). You are very much your
own person, and your Aquarius Moon expects others to be their own
persons too. But your idea of who people should be may not square with
their own view of themselves, and that’s when you need to respect
differences. The point of individuality is that no two people are alike.

Is in the dark with: Aquarius Suns. You were born under a new Moon or very
close to it. You have a blind spot when it comes to you. You’re so focused
on doing right by others that you often leave yourself out of the equation.
You need to stop treating self like it’s a four-letter word. You’re a flesh-and-
blood being with human wants and needs. Spend as much time looking after
your own concerns as you do others’.

MOON IN PISCES

You have a psychic Moon. You may not be clairvoyant or able to channel
past lives on request, but you do have a profound ability to pick up on what
people feel. Images come easily, as do sensations—which sometimes take
over your body. You may get choked up around someone who has difficulty
expressing their feelings or short-tempered around somebody else who sits
on their anger, but once you physically distance yourself your body returns
to normal. Your chameleon Moon naturally takes on the colors of the person
sitting next to you, creating an instant familiarity. It’s great romantically or
if you’re working on a creative collaboration because you’re totally in sync
like jazz musicians jamming together, but it can work against you in more
straightlaced environments. Not everyone wants to get soulful and deep,
and your lunar x-ray vision makes them uncomfortable. The biggest lesson
for a Pisces Moon to learn is that everyone has to do their own emotional



homework. You may “see” the answers they seek, but they have to figure it
out for themselves. Pisces Moon . . .

Does best with: Taurus and Capricorn Suns because it gives a soft side to two
signs who often do things by the book. Cancer and Scorpio Suns because it
makes them forgive.

Struggles with: Aries and Aquarius Suns because it makes them question if
their heart is truly in the right place. Leo and Libra Suns because it insists
that they actually walk a mile in somebody else’s shoes instead of just talk
about it.

Squares off with: Gemini and Sagittarius Suns by holding them emotionally
responsible.

Is at odds with: Virgo Suns. You were born under a full Moon if your Sun is
in Virgo. That makes your Sun and Moon equal partners. The struggle is
between being of service (Virgo) and self-sacrifice (Pisces). Chances are
you’re always going to be self-sacrificing. You can’t help but go the extra
distance for someone in need. But put reasonable limits on what you can
and cannot do. Somebody else’s welfare shouldn’t come at the expense of
yours.

Is in the dark with: Pisces Suns. You were born under a new Moon or very
close to it. You have a blind spot when it comes to empathy. You have such
compassion for others that you wind up ignoring the people in your life. If
you ever want true intimacy, then you need to make them your top priority.
Take them for granted and they won’t stick around. And you’ll always feel
at sea.



MERCURY

Do you do your best thinking when you’re wired or in your sleep? Are you
one of those people who have to plan everything out in advance, or is
letting things go until the last moment your way of pulling the proverbial
rabbit out of a hat? Mercury is the planet of “what I think” in astrology, and
there are as many different kinds of intelligences as there are signs in the
zodiac. We often think of intelligence as being cerebral and analytical, but
over the years we’ve come to appreciate other states of mind as well, like
emotional intelligence, body memory, intuitive flashes, and creative flow.

Mercury is the planet that connects our eyes to our hands. It could even
be said that Mercury bestows our hands with an intelligence all their own.
People with a pronounced Mercury in their charts excel at sports that
require hand-eye coordination, but they can also be gifted musicians,
detailed artisans, or wickedly quick gamers. Mercury bestows dexterity,
inventiveness, and technique—the likes of which can move faster than
conscious thought. Think of how we use hand imagery to describe mental
activity. Don’t we talk about juggling priorities, tossing ideas back and
forth, trying to get a handle on a situation, or poking holes in somebody’s
argument? Isn’t hands-on experience the secret ingredient that transforms
book smarts into street smarts? But hands can also be deceptive, like when
we talk of sleight-of-hand trickery, keeping our hands up in the air where
they can be seen, or the right hand not knowing what the left hand is doing.
Mercury reveals as much as it conceals.

Curiosity and play are key to understanding how Mercury works in our
lives. Early childhood games like patty-cake, making faces, and singsong
rhymes teach us how to interact, mimic, and memorize. Left to our own



devices we’d probably just gurgle and burp, but Mercury is the planet that
sees, learns, and applies. Inherently restless, it gets us to roll over onto our
stomachs so we can crawl, sit up so that we can get a better view of things,
and grab a table leg to help us stand until we’re ready to walk on our own.
Mercury gets us out of ourselves and into the world. It also teaches us how
to navigate our way in a world that isn’t always nice or trustworthy. How
well we play with others—or play others—is best symbolized by the planet
that believes that where there’s a wile, there’s a way.

You can have the most brilliant ideas ever conceived, but they won’t
mean a thing if you can’t jot them down on paper or pitch them to a
prospective buyer. Mercury is responsible for translating your idea from
drawing board to reality. Mercury rules all the facilities that we use to write,
speak, craft, and shape. Mercury also knows how to get your goods to
market. The messenger of the gods, Mercury was the only one who could
travel from heaven to earth to hell and back again. He knew all the ins and
outs, all the names and passwords. He knew who to coax, who to butter up,
who to threaten, and who to bribe. Mercury helps you find your way in life.
It’s the planet responsible for getting you from here to there.

Mercury is also the planet of buying and selling. Its name stems from
the Latin root merc, which means “market” and appears in the words
merchant and merchandise. Like all planets, Mercury has one face when it’s
direct and another when it’s retrograde. Mercury direct was said to rule over
shopkeepers, while Mercury retrograde ruled over shoplifters.

Mercury is the planet closest to the Sun. This is why we often don’t see
it in the nighttime sky, and when we do it’s only three or four times a year
for about ninety minutes before sunrise or ninety minutes after sunset. This
is why in an astrological chart Mercury will only appear in the same zodiac
sign as your Sun, the sign before, or the sign after. It will never be further
away than that.

If your Mercury appears in the sign before your Sun sign (a “sunrise”
Mercury), that means foresight. You live in the future, plan your moves
accordingly, and are pretty good at anticipating how matters will play out.
Some of this comes from being a quick study, and some of it comes from
being three steps ahead of the game. You believe in getting out in front of a
situation so nobody can get the drop on you. Proactive and prescient, you
are rarely caught off guard. Nevertheless, you can still get too far ahead of



yourself, and that’s when you have to go back and correct—and even redo
—what you’ve done.

If your Mercury appears in the same sign as your Sun, you feel like you
know your mind. Whether you’re logical, practical, intuitive, or creative,
that’s the lane you’ll stay in. There’s no real interest in trying on a different
thinking cap. Obviously, this will allow you to excel in whatever mind-set
you identify with, but the danger here is in exercising one set of mental
muscles to the exclusion of everything else. Reinforcing what comes
naturally can limit your curiosity, inhibit learning, and even create a blind
spot where you’re no longer receptive to anything new. Same Sun
sign/Mercury signs need to work on keeping an open mind.

If your Mercury appears in the sign after your Sun sign (a “sunset”
Mercury), that means hindsight. You never assume that you have all the
information in front of you, which means you’ll keep playing with the
puzzle pieces long after everyone else has given up. This makes you an
excellent problem solver. You’re studied, deep thinking, and thorough.
However, fear of getting things wrong can lead you to be too careful and to
not weigh in when you need to. Sometimes it’s best to go with what’s in
hand—especially since you’re often right. And if not? Then you’re not so
far off the mark that a simple adjustment can’t fix it.

What if you have Mercury retrograde? Mercury retrogrades are famous
for tossing a monkey wrench into best-laid plans. That’s why you always
want to apply Murphy’s law (whatever can go wrong will go wrong) to
everything you do. It may sound unenviable, but a retrograde Mercury
actually makes you better prepared for when things go south, because you
expect them to. It forces you to think on your feet. The trick to working
with Mercury retrograde is in finding a way to turn a liability into an asset.
If one avenue is closed, nothing’s stopping you from taking an alternate
route. And who’s to say that’s not the better way to go?

The easiest way to gauge Mercury’s strength in an astrological chart is
to determine whether it’s in domicile, detriment, exaltation, or fall. Mercury
is at home (domicile) in two signs: Gemini and Virgo. Gemini and Virgo are
the two signs that flank Cancer and Leo, which are ruled by the Moon and
the Sun respectively. The Moon and the Sun are paired together because
they rule night and day, and Mercury goes on both sides of them because
Mercury orbits the Sun so closely that you can only see it just before



sunrise when night is transitioning into day or just after sunset when day is
transitioning into night.

Mercury is out of season (detriment) in Sagittarius and Pisces. These
signs sit opposite Gemini and Virgo and they also bookend the winter—the
time of year when the Sun is cold and distant—and wherever the Sun goes,
Mercury goes, since Mercury is the Sun’s closest companion. And in
keeping with this idea, Mercury is most powerful (exalted) in Virgo because
Virgo is the Mercury sign next to Leo in the zodiac, and Mercury is weakest
(fall) in Pisces because Pisces is opposite Virgo. So basically if you have
Mercury in Virgo you have a double bonus, and if you have Mercury in
Pisces you have double the trouble. But it’s important to remember that just
because Mercury is exalted or in fall doesn’t mean that it’s a good or bad
Mercury. Know-it-alls are often fooled while those who risk asking the
“dumb” questions get the answers they seek.

MERCURY IN ARIES

You always speak your mind. You don’t believe in hemming and hawing,
cushioning the blow, or beating around the bush. You get straight to the
point and insist that others do the same. If you like something, you’ll say so.
If you don’t, you won’t hold back. Yes, you’re curt, you’re blunt, and you
can have the bedside manner of a jackhammer, but you’ve too much respect
for people’s intelligence to keep them in the dark. Everyone has the right to
know the truth, and whether it hurts or sets them free is their own business.
Aries is the zodiac sign that rules the head, which explains why you’re so
headstrong and often lock horns with others. However, Mercury in Aries
people are also closet intellectuals. You’re shy about your smarts and get
easily embarrassed when someone points out how seriously you think about
things. Aries may be a sign associated more with brawn than brain, but if
you can acknowledge that the mind needs regular workouts—just like the
body does in order to improve—then there’s no limit to the hurdles you’ll
clear.

Aries Mercury/Pisces Sun:

Make sure you hear people out before answering, because you tend to jump
the gun. Relax and breathe so you can really take in what they have to say.
You don’t want to assume the worst when you should be expecting the best.



Aries Mercuryl/Aries Sun:

Bold and incendiary, you have no problem expressing what you think. You
believe in being honest. But being honest means others get to be honest
back. Hopefully, you can take what you dish out—if not, then a little more
discretion might be wise.

Aries Mercury/Taurus Sun:

Your first impulse is usually right. It’s something you’re constantly
reminded of after taking the wrong turn or yielding to somebody else’s
judgment call. One of these days you’ll learn to follow it. Until then, try not
to kick yourself when you’re already down.

MERCURY IN TAURUS

You love the sound of your own voice. That’s because Taurus is the zodiac
sign that rules the throat. Many singers have Mercury in Taurus, making
yours the sort of soothing tone that calms frazzled nerves, softens hardened
hearts, and makes people trust you. You could probably charm the Cheshire
Cat out of his tree. Nevertheless, like any good performer, you need to read
your audience. You can’t just prattle on, because people can tell when
you’re running on empty or papering over the cracks of a weak argument.
Your voice gives you away. It’s that telltale. Mercury in Taurus people also
have a hard time yielding the floor. It’s why you’ll go on and on. You’re
desperately afraid of leaving something out or somebody coming along and
stealing your thunder. That’s why you should prepare your remarks ahead
of time. It puts you in control of your message. Moreover, the less you say,
the closer people listen. Trust in the power of your voice and you’ll never
have to raise it.

Taurus Mercury/Aries Sun:

You love the adventure of getting an enterprise up and going and making it
a success. Nothing beats turning a dark horse into a photo-finish winner.
However, you get restless once things are running smoothly. It’s a surefire
sign that it’s time to move on.

Taurus Mercury/Taurus Sun:



Your mind-set is “if it ain’t broke, don’t fix it.” Too many people want to
change things for the sake of changing them, which results in more I-told-
you-so’s and cleanup work for you. You’re open to new ideas if someone
makes a compelling case. Otherwise you’re not buying.

Taurus Mercury/Gemini Sun:

You’re methodical in your thinking. You will break a problem down into its
components and then address each in order of importance. This allows you
to identify what’s workable and what’s not. Once the answer is clear, you’ll
cut to the chase and move purposefully toward your solution.

MERCURY IN GEMINI

You play with variables the way a child plays with their vegetables.
Sometimes it’s to pass the time until you’re excused from the table, and
sometimes it’s because you’re enamored with all the possibilities. You
almost never have a plan. And if you do, you rarely stick to it. Your genius
is in making things up as you go and convincing everyone else this was
what you had in mind all along. Mercury is in domicile in Gemini. It’s
where it’s the most spontaneous, inventive, and improvisational. Nobody
can paint themselves into a corner or talk their way out of a jam like you.
Life would be much easier if only you’d learn to leave well enough alone,
but that’s just not going to happen. You were born with a curious mind that
can’t resist a riddle, mystery, or “do not press” button. So what do you get
for all your aggravation? The things that only experimentation can bring
like a new twist on a familiar formula, a fresh approach to an obstinate
problem, or a secret passage where a brick wall used to be.

Gemini Mercury/Taurus Sun:

You’ve got your hand on the buzzer and will press it even if you don’t know
the answer. You believe it’s better to be in the game than warming up the
bench. Thank heavens you’re good at educated guesses, otherwise you’d be
in a lot of trouble.

Gemini Mercury/Gemini Sun:
You have a quick mind and the short attention span to prove it. You thrive
under constant deadlines. They make you think on your feet. You don’t



want to be with a project so long that you get bored. You do best with
several balls in the air.

Gemini Mercury/Cancer Sun:

You’re an expert collector. A frequenter of thrift stores, antique shops, and
estate sales, you can spot the gold in the dross. Most people don’t
understand the value of what they have. And if they do, you can always talk
them down. You drive a hard bargain.

MERCURY IN CANCER

You do your best thinking in your sleep. It’s why you get drowsy when
you’re troubled. Your brain is searching for answers, but it has to turn off
your conscious mind so that it can move about unfettered. Sleep allows you
to revisit the sunken treasures of memory and imagination and to see the
deep associations that lie beneath the stepping-stones of logic. When you
wake up again (and this can even be after a few minutes of zoning out), the
answer is there in front of you, as obvious as it is unquestionable. Your
unconscious isn’t your only information source; there’s your body too. You
can immediately feel when something’s off. A person’s presence makes you
uncomfortable, a situation doesn’t sit right, or your gut says there’s more
going on than meets the eye. But the gut is a funny thing. Sometimes you
can trust it to warn and defend, and sometimes it’s like a dog barking at
squirrels. Heed your instincts, but include your critical faculties as well. A
Cancer Mercury studies its target with all its senses and doesn’t miss a trick.

Cancer Mercury/Gemini Sun:

You have a talent for turning a stranger into an accomplice. Maybe it’s an

inside joke, a shared glance, or a whispered secret. In any case, you enfold
them in this invisible cloak of complicity so that even if this person didn’t
want to help before, they do now.

Cancer Mercury/Cancer Sun:

You have the rumpled folksiness of a Norman Rockwell painting. People
feel comfortable with you and it’s easy for them to open up and talk. You
have a rich interior life. You should think about writing. You’re an acute
study and have a unique way of phrasing things.



Cancer Mercury/Leo Sun:

You are gushingly sentimental. The songs on your playlist read like the
pages of your diary. You’d make a successful lyricist if you jotted your own
thoughts down on paper. You have a way of speaking that makes people
feel like you’re expressing what’s in their hearts.

MERCURY IN LEO

You take everything personally. You’re thin-skinned and not very good at
concealing your true feelings. That goes for your joy as well as your
disappointment. The wonderful thing about having Mercury in Leo is that
everyone listens. The not so wonderful thing about having Mercury in Leo
is that everyone remembers, and this is where you need to be more mindful.
What you say matters. People look up to you for approval, and when they
get it they’re happy, but when they don’t? Well, they’re likely to take it
personally—just like you would. That’s why it’s always wise to ask
yourself how you would want to hear a criticism or a reprimand if you were
in the other person’s shoes. Chances are you would want it to be honest
(within reason) but also encouraging. Speaking to someone the way you
would want to be spoken to creates a personal rapport that’s heartfelt and
resonant.

Leo Mercury/Cancer Sun:

Children gravitate to you, as do pets and small animals. It can get a little
awkward when they ask you to take them home. What they all recognize is
your kind and giving nature. You never lost touch with your inner child, and
that makes you an endearing adult.

Leo Mercury/Leo Sun:

What you say goes. Being forthright and resolute makes people obey you.
You can’t abide wishy-washiness or ambivalence. You never want to create
the impression of being weak. But adopting a what-I-say-goes policy means
you also have to take responsibility for it. No passing the buck for you.

Leo Mercury/Virgo Sun:
You tend to apologize for what you say, but that won’t keep you from
saying it. That’s because truth is the higher authority you answer to.



Nevertheless, you won’t just blurt out what you’re thinking. You’ll search
for the right words and the right time to share them.

MERCURY IN VIRGO

Talent isn’t everything. Gifted people are born every day, but it doesn’t
mean they’ll do anything with it. Now this isn’t to say you’re without talent.
You just don’t trust it. You’d rather rely on skill. Skill can make a lot out of
a little, it doesn’t depend on your being “special,” and it’s an equal-
opportunity improver because it builds on any aptitude you possess, turning
it into a proficiency. Mercury is exalted in Virgo. It’s where it’s the most
precise, hands-on, and instructive. Virgo Mercurys are drawn to practice.
You don’t practice to make perfect (who wants a one-hit wonder?); you
practice so you can produce the same desired result again and again. You
like consistency. It’s true that your formula for success can become
formulaic, but that’s when you know it’s time to reinvent. A Virgo Mercury
isn’t afraid to go back to the drawing board. It’s where you’re free to tinker
and fuss.

Virgo Mercury/Leo Sun:

This is an artistic combination. You have an ability to translate what you see
in your heart or mind onto the page or performance space. You readily learn
and absorb from others but then make it your own. Everything you create
carries your unique signature.

Virgo Mercury/Virgo Sun:

You are the perennial student. You are always signing up for some new
class, course, or field of study. People may think it’s because you’re a
perfectionist or maybe even overcompensating, but the simple truth is you
love to learn. You’re the intellectual version of a foodie.

Virgo Mercuryl/Libra Sun:

You have a discerning eye and impeccable taste. But you can be too critical
if you’re not careful, and the result is you passing on jobs, relationships,
and opportunities that you see as being beneath you. There’s nothing wrong
with test-driving things. You might surprise yourself.



MERCURY IN LIBRA

You have no problem letting the other person do all the talking. If anything,
you encourage it. This way they divulge what’s going on in their lives while
you sit back and size up whether they would make a good partner, client, or
ally. A Mercury in Libra has the art of the interview locked down to a
science. You know where to smile and nod in all the right places. People
often walk away feeling wonderful about their time with you while you
walk away with all the information you need to make your decision while
revealing little—if anything—about yourself. Etiquette and protocol are
important. Etiquette ensures that everyone be on their best behavior (even if
they don’t feel like it), and protocol guarantees that things will proceed in
an orderly manner. Your ability to deflect attention, graciously accept
criticism, and redirect the conversation makes it hard for people to read
you. And you wouldn’t have it any other way.

Libra Mercury/Virgo Sun:

You want to do the right thing. Always careful to take the pulse of the room,
you rarely stumble or misspeak. But sometimes doing the right thing flies in
the face of what’s socially acceptable. This is when you must choose
between what’s correct and what’s just.

Libra Mercury/Libra Sun:

You are both conversational and well versed. People rarely catch on to how
smart you are. You can talk to just about anyone about anything without
making them feel condescended to. Equally comfortable in the *hood as in
the corridors of power, you care deeply about what matters to others.

Libra Mercury/Scorpio Sun:

This is the voice of conscience that gets you to rethink that
counterproductive move you’re about to make. You may resent being talked
out of some of your more delicious vengeful scenarios, but there’s no
discounting the many times it’s saved you from disaster. It’s why you listen.

MERCURY IN SCORPIO

They say that the devil is in the details. It’s why you have an exacting gaze
when it comes to reviewing things that make other people’s eyes glaze over,



like stats, graphs, and the fine print. You’re constantly on the lookout for
the one inconsistency that shows that somebody messed up or is trying to
pull a fast one. You don’t have trust issues because trust is a nonissue. Your
working assumption is that everyone has something to hide and is guilty
until proven otherwise. It may sound harsh and cynical, but it comes in
handy for the type of work that you do, which is usually investigative in
nature. Unafraid to ask the uncomfortable questions, you poke and probe.
You listen with great intensity—focusing on what’s said as much as what’s
unsaid. The devil is in the details, but the divine is too. That’s why you also
need to know when to extend the benefit of the doubt. You don’t want to
miss out on that key to salvation that could wind up saving the day.

Scorpio MercurylLibra Sun:

You love double entendres and innuendos. Nothing delights you more than
meeting someone who speaks the same code. Everything you say and do
carries a veiled meaning. It’s not like you’ve got something to hide. You
just like creating the impression that you do.

Scorpio Mercury/Scorpio Sun:

You don’t take anything at face value. You’re always looking under the
table, checking your boyfriend’s texts, or rummaging through a friend’s
medicine cabinet. It comes from checking your closet at night for monsters
when you were a kid. You believe it’s better to be safe than sorry.

Scorpio Mercury/Sagittarius Sun:

The truth is still out there as far as you’re concerned. You have a skeptic’s
smirk but a romantic’s heart. You question everything not because you’re a
nonbeliever but because you never want to stop searching. You want to
unlock the dirty secrets of the Universe.

MERCURY IN SAGITTARIUS

The truth is never as good as when you tell it. You know which facts to
embellish, technical details to leave out, and emotional buttons to push to
win over your audience. You want to create a narrative so compelling that
even if it didn’t happen, people will wish it had. Sagittarius Mercurys are
the Pied Pipers of the zodiac. Everyone can’t help but follow you around.



You make things sound so colorful and adventurous! But it’s not like you’re
trying to mislead anyone. Every story you tell or experience you share is
meant to inspire. And the more excited people get about what you have to
say, the more excited you get about their excitement until pretty soon you
have a bonfire of enthusiasm bursting with revelation and wonder. Mercury
is in detriment in Sagittarius, which explains your tendency to generalize,
rhapsodize, and sermonize. You’re not big on specifics or concerned about
proof, but you won’t let that detract from your message, which is always
heartwarming, uplifting, and profound.

Sagittarius Mercury/Scorpio Sun:

You have a gift for zingers. They’re always on target and your one-liners
are often retweeted. But you must watch it with the stinging comments.
Although they are great fun in the moment, you can rest assured they’ll
come back and bite you in the derriéere.

Sagittarius Mercury/Sagittarius Sun:

You never met a high horse you couldn’t mount. You’ll gladly expound on a
variety of moral, political, and philosophical topics. Unfortunately, you’re a
chronic malapropper—substituting one word for another at the most
inopportune times. Thankfully, you’ve a sense of humor to go along with
that self-righteousness.

Sagittarius Mercury/Capricorn Sun:

You are a born teacher, and your enthusiasm is infectious. But you’re also a
harsh taskmaster as you put pupils through their paces. You live for the
moment when the lightbulb goes off. That’s when you get to sing “the rain
in Spain stays mainly in the plain” as you skip around the classroom.

MERCURY IN CAPRICORN

You can’t help noticing what’s wrong right off the bat. You’re like a
contestant on a game show itching to press the buzzer so you can call out
the mistake, identify all the slip-ups, and detail each and every shortcoming.
It feels great in the moment, but let’s face it: nobody likes a killjoy. Poking
holes in people’s favorite assumptions isn’t a ratings booster, but you also
know that not speaking up isn’t the answer either. It makes you complicit—



especially if you know better. So what do you do? Push yourself to think
deeper. Critics are a dime a dozen; a constructive thinker is a rare gem. If
you’re going to identify what’s wrong, then be ready to show people how to
make it right. You need to figure out what’s salvageable about an
unsalvageable situation, how to turn a near miss into a direct hit, or—if
things truly are a disaster—how to begin again. Nobody’s asking you to kiss
their boo-boos and make them better. What they want is to make things
better and for you to show them the way.

Capricorn Mercury/Sagittarius Sun:

You’re not quick, but you’re thorough. You rarely make a reference without
citing sources, you use air quotes when unsure of your facts, and you
footnote your texts with hyperlinks. All of this guardedness can sometimes
result in endless disclaimers. Remember that the point is to get to the point.

Capricorn Mercury/Capricorn Sun:

You're like Hamlet on the parapets of Elsinore—absorbed with matters so
weighty that they make “to be or not to be” sound like a trick question. But
don’t get so fixated on consequences that you never take action. The soul’s
joy is in the doing.

Capricorn Mercury/Aquarius Sun:

Worrying about what’s left out leads you to neglect what’s in hand. It’s like
discovering you haven’t much time with someone. You’re more focused on
the clock than you are with enjoying the meeting or visit. Make the most of
what you have and you’ll find it’s always enough.

MERCURY IN AQUARIUS

You’re a great communicator. You can take an abstract concept or densely
worded policy and break it down into easy-to-follow sentences. It’s
important that everyone in the room understands what’s being talked about.
You don’t want anything going over anyone’s head. Aquarius Mercurys are
naturally inclusive. You want a safe space where people can say what needs
to be heard. But you also insist on personal accountability. You have zero
tolerance for anyone who skirts the issue, passes the buck, or plays the
victim. And it doesn’t matter if they say they don’t remember things having



been said a certain way, because you have this amazing ability to play back
any conversation with the word-for-word accuracy of a court stenographer.
Keep in mind that most people can’t communicate as well as you can, and
that can be a little intimidating. Learn to read their body language, their
pregnant pauses, and between the lines of their ums and ers. They’re telling
you things about themselves that they can’t easily put into words.

Aquarius Mercury/Capricorn Sun:

You choose your words carefully—Ilike the mountain goat picking its way
up a steep cliff. One false step is all it takes to send you tumbling. Strategic
and politic, you have a way of making your case and with great success. It’s
all in the semantics.

Aquarius Mercury/Aquarius Sun:

Forward thinking and progressive, you can see farther down the road than
most. The trick is in not running ahead but convincing others to follow you.
This requires hand-holding and speaking in simple sentences. It’s good
exercise for someone who’s often smarter than everyone else in the room.

Aquarius Mercury/Pisces Sun:

Everything is interconnected. You don’t believe in accidents or
coincidences. Whatever happens is a result of something done or undone.
This can either give you a Zen approach to life or lead you in search of the
butterfly whose flapping wings caused a hurricane half a world away.

MERCURY IN PISCES

You enjoy floating along the stream of consciousness—swirling and
twirling around bubbling impressions and glistening insights, splashing
over rocky realizations while chasing butterfly thoughts in your mind’s eye.
You might pause from time to time to reflect in the shaded corners of quiet
waters before returning to your endless journey. Thoughts never really
begin or end with you. They just keep flowing, like conversations that you
can pick up and leave off again in midsentence. An underlying current runs
through your conscious and unconscious minds, giving you unlimited
access to these separate shores. This makes you equal friends with the
rational and the irrational. It’s how you can see the rhyme in the reason and



divine the logic in the absurd. Yet Mercury is in detriment and fall in Pisces
—making Pisces the most challenging placement for this analytical planet.
But what you lose in methodology you gain in divine inspiration, which
leaves others amazed. You’ll want to explain how you came up with your
unique conclusions, but don’t. What makes perfect sense to you will only
leave others totally mystified.

Pisces Mercury/Aquarius Sun:

Your mind never stops. You’re constantly questioning, commenting,
evaluating, and processing. This is what gives people the impression that
you’re not quite present—that you’re distracted or preoccupied with
something else. They often assume you’re scattered, when in truth you
operate on several platforms at once.

Pisces Mercury/Pisces Sun:

People treat you with the reverence of consulting an oracle. They hang on
every turn of phrase or cryptic reference. You’d enjoy dishing out the sage
advice if you weren’t as mystified yourself. Like them, you’re just as eager
to see what you’ll come up with next.

Pisces Mercury/Aries Sun:

You have an uncanny ability to say what’s on people’s minds. It’s great if
they want to talk; it’s not so great if you’re broaching topics they’d rather
not discuss. Sometimes signaling that you know that they know that you
know is all it takes to encourage them to speak up.



VENUS

Venus is the planet of “what I like” in astrology. Named after the Roman
goddess of love and beauty, Venus rules over the power of attraction. What
piques our interest, tickles our fancy, arouses our passion, or tempts us to do
something we know we shouldn’t is all tied up in this planet. Venus is
responsible for drawing people into our lives. Like a male peacock fanning
his tail or a flower opening its petals, Venus asks our prospective admirers,
lovers, funders, and consumers: Do you like what you see?

Venus embodies the principle that like attracts like, and we signal this by
our appearance. What you wear is more than just an expression of who you
are. It broadcasts to other people if you are somebody they want to sit down
next to or not. Too many pens in your shirt pocket makes as strong a
statement as goth black, piercings, and tats. Changing your look every
season to keep up with the latest trends is going to make you as
recognizable to a fellow fashionista as a soldier in uniform would be to a
comrade-in-arms. Shoes aren’t just shoes any more than handbags are
handbags or jewelry is jewelry. They tell us if you’re flamboyant or looking
to fit in, high maintenance or low profile, laid-back or crisp and particular.
Fashion is just as codified nowadays as it was in the mirrored halls of Marie
Antoinette’s Versailles.

But there’s more to Venus than just your “look.” Venus’s job is to hook,
and she does this by acting on our pleasure centers. She shows up in a wink,
a smile, a brushing of the sleeve, or a stolen glance that was never stolen.
Think of her as astrology’s version of perfume. Her scent is unique to your
own personal horoscope, and it’s specifically designed to attract those
astrological charts that align with yours.



And that’s the fundamental difference between the Sun and Venus in
your astrological chart. The Sun’s main concern is you. It insists that you be
true to yourself, realize your potential, and grow into the person you were
always meant to be. Venus’s focus is on everyone else. Her mission is to
find those people you click with. People who love the same music, hate the
same politicians, know what you’re thinking before you say it, and have
your best interests at heart. Venus knows that in order to flourish you need
to surround yourself with the right people, because nobody makes it on their
own in this world. Every successful life is a cooperative effort.

Everyone likes to be liked. It brings out the best in people. And this is
where things can get complicated, because Venus will do anything to be
liked. Positive encouragement makes us funnier, prettier, smarter, or more
enterprising as we seek to win favor with those whose “likes” matter most.
But that same need to win favor can also lead us to edit out parts of
ourselves we think others might find unacceptable, to defer, conform, and
become mean-spirited toward those who don’t belong in our circle. Venus
may be the planet of love, but she’s not especially discriminating. People
are just as likely to rally around something they love as they are to rally
against something they hate. And that’s the funny thing about Venus—we
have no control over how she works in our lives. The only way to know
what kind of people we attract is to see who shows up.

Beauty is in the eye of the beholder—which means that with Venus it’s
the other person (and not you) who decides what it is about you that they
find beautiful. Venus makes you want to be that person somebody else sees
in you. Sometimes it’s a disaster, like when you try to turn yourself into
someone you’re not, and sometimes it’s the best thing that could possibly
happen because that person’s vision of you may be better than anything you
could have imagined for yourself. Venus is a matchmaker, and where she
appears in your astrological chart shows the type of person you will attract.
Venus won'’t tell you what zodiac sign fits best with yours, but she will
describe the personality traits and life circumstances under which you’ll
meet.

Like Mercury, Venus travels close to the Sun. It’s why she will only
appear in your own sign or in one of the two signs that precede or follow
yours. She will never be farther away from the Sun in your chart than that.
Unlike Mercury, she’s much more visible in the nighttime sky in the hours
before dawn or just after sunset. Venus is the third brightest light in the sky



after the Sun and Moon, and when’s she out (which is for about nine
months at a time) you can’t miss her!

Venus in one of the two signs preceding your Sun sign means she was
rising before the Sun when you were born. This makes her a morning star.
Morning star Venuses are the “that looks good” attractions. You fall in love
quickly, romanticize rhapsodically, and can easily be led on or astray.
Friends may chide you about your serial infatuations, but the truth is your
romantic pursuits make you a better person. You become wiser, deeper, and
better dressed. It takes you a while to get things right—you’re not always
clear on whether you’re in love with the person or your idea of the person—
but eventually you find your match. Your lover will always be your muse.

Venus in the same sign as your Sun means you’re often blindsided by
love. There’s little distance between the Sun and Venus, so you may have
no idea of the Venus signals you’re sending. It’s great if the person you’re
secretly crushing on surprises you by making the first move, but not so
great if someone you never thought of in that way starts getting
uncomfortably sexual. The other thing to watch out for is people projecting
their personal issues onto you. Same Sun sign/Venus sign combinations
makes you a natural hook, and since Venus rules mirrors, who knows what
they see when they look at you? Learning how to defuse situations, redirect
the conversation, and gently pass them back their own psychological
baggage are valuable skills worth developing.

Venus in one of the two signs following your Sun sign means that she
rose after sunset when you were born. This makes her an evening star.
Evening star Venuses are the “good for you” attractions. You may not get
what you want, but you’ll get what you need. These are the attractions
where it’s hard to tell if the person you’re drawn to is a soul mate or a life
lesson. You’ll face difficult situations that test your fidelity. If things don’t
work out you’ll still grow as a person. And if they do? Then yours is the
bond that once joined can never be put asunder.

What if Venus is retrograde in your chart? Venus retrogrades are famous
for attracting what you don’t like—Ilike unwanted attention and unholy
boors. Venus retrogrades often show up in the charts of people who
experience bullying. The trick to working with Venus retrograde is not to
withdraw into yourself. Venus’s strength is in numbers. Even if you’re a
loner, there are millions of loners just like you. Venus retrograde means
trouble fitting in. You may have to leave your home or travel outside your



emotional comfort zone to find your “people,” but once you do they’ll stick
by you through thick and thin.

You can gauge Venus’s strength in an astrological chart by determining
if it’s in domicile, detriment, exaltation, or fall. Venus is at home (domicile)
in Taurus and Libra. Roses bloom in Taurus’s month and grapes are
harvested in Libra’s, so Venus literally rules over the days of wine and
roses. Venus is out of season (detriment) in Aries and Scorpio. These are the
two Mars-ruled signs, which means your Venus attracts trouble. Venus is
exalted in Pisces, a sign famous for its compassion and empathy, and Venus
is in fall in Virgo, a sign famous for looking after itself. Whether Venus is
exalted or in fall doesn’t mean it’s a good or bad Venus. Yes, it’s always
nice when love comes easy, but that doesn’t necessarily make it true love.

VENUS IN ARIES

You’re a magnet for trouble. You don’t go looking for it, but it sure knows
where to find you. You’ve been caught in more compromising situations,
tight corners, and emotional cliffhangers than a romantic lead on a soap
opera. What can you say? You can’t help playing with fire. Whether it’s a
passionate fling or a fabulous wipe-out, you never apologize for your
feelings. The more heated the moment, the more real you become. But it’s
hard to keep those feelings stoked—which is why Venus is in detriment in
Aries. You tend to lose interest once you get what you want. The longest-
running relationships are usually the most dramatic—full of breakups and
makeups or circumstances that prevent you from getting together. Being in
a constant state of crisis keeps the blood pumped and the adrenaline
rushing. The best mate is a comrade-in-arms. Someone who has been
through the wringer, gets going when the going gets tough, and always has
your back. It may not be warm and fuzzy, but tackling life’s challenges
together generates the fire that keeps your love alive.

Aries Venus/Aquarius Sun:

People really admire your independent thinking—until you disagree with
them. That’s when they discover just how much your head rules your heart.
More relationships have ended over ideological differences than anything
else. If you’re not on the same page politics-wise, you might as well skip
the meet-and-greet.



Aries Venus/Pisces Sun:

People think you’re a fighter when actually you’re a lover. Good luck
convincing them otherwise. They’ll only accuse you of playing the victim.
You attract people who think you need toughening up. There’s nothing
wrong with developing a thick skin, but that shouldn’t give anyone
permission to bully you either.

Aries Venus/Aries Sun:

You’re in love with the unobtainable. The colder they are, the hotter you
get. Ironically, you lose all respect once someone falls in love with you.
You see it as weakness. Stripping off your clothes doesn’t make you naked.
Being vulnerable does. Try getting naked with someone you like. You
might enjoy it.

Aries Venus/Taurus Sun:

You may be peace loving, but your Venus isn’t. It’s why you attract people
who rock the boat, boss you around, and hold your feet to the fire. They’re
the unstoppable force to your immovable object. Yes, they’re a pain in the
derriere, but there’s no denying you get things done when they’re around.

Aries Venus/Gemini Sun:

You attract either someone you can’t keep your hands off but doesn’t have
much going on upstairs or an intellectual who’s breathtakingly brilliant but
needs help in the PE department. It’s a good thing you’re a natural coach.
You know from firsthand experience that love is a work in progress.

VENUS IN TAURUS

You love slipping into something more comfortable. Other people might
trot out thongs and bustiers, but with you it’s likely going to be T-shirts and
boxers.

People who are passionate are too loud, too
heated, too fixated on a single outcome. Passion is the word that employers
use to praise you for your scary enthusiasm while they slowly inch their
way toward the door and a quick escape. But passion actually means
“suffering.” It was originally coined in the sixteenth century to describe the
sufferings of Christ that began with the night of the Last Supper and ended



with his death on the cross. Betrayal. Despair. Torture. Humiliation. There’s
nothing meek about this kind of suffering. And for anyone with a strong
Mars, these are also the very things that fuel the fire rather than extinguish
it. Mars roars to life the more it is beaten down. It’s the anger that rouses
you from the heartbreak, the gumption that pulls you up by your bootstraps,
the willpower that gets you through the chemo, and the revenge that really
does want an eye for an eye and a tooth for a tooth. It isn’t always pretty
and it doesn’t always win, but Mars won’t go down without a fight. As the
German philosopher Friedrich Nietzsche once said, “That which does not
kill us, makes us stronger.”

Make no mistake about it. Mars is a malefic planet. Mars rules over
discord, and its presence in the world is hard to miss. One could say it’s
gone viral given our endless wars, the 24/7 news cycle of screaming heads,
and dire warnings about the looming climate crisis. Mars will appear
prominently in the horoscopes of people who have experienced violence
and abuse regardless of whether they’re predator or prey. It will also appear
prominently in the horoscopes of athletes, dancers, and soldiers—people
whose bodies take a lot of punishment in order to do what they do.

But malefic planets have their bright sides, just like the benefic ones
(Venus and Jupiter) have their dark ones. Malefic planets are in the
horoscope to provide you with the means necessary to get through the tough
times. You may like a fight in your video games or boxing matches but not
when it’s happening to you personally. Yet Mars is the planet that teaches us
how to fight and that not all fights are the same.

Not all fights are pointless barroom brawls. You can fight the good fight
—Ilike when you stand up for what’s right at a time when everyone else has
disappeared down their rabbit holes. There’s the creative struggle to get
things perfect. Competition pushes you to perform better than you would on
your own, and collaborations—although fiery—Ieave little doubt that both
parties are fighting for what they think is best. Mars shows up in all of these
heated exchanges. The secret to any relationship’s success is in knowing
how to fight. Not fighting to win, but fighting for the relationship in times
of crisis, getting a partner to face something you know they don’t want to
face, or showing restraint when all you want to do is make someone hurt in
the way that they hurt you. Mars gives strength in the face of adversity. It’s
the guts that gets us to stand tall in the face of an outrageous fortune hell-
bent on laying us low.



Mars isn’t always in your corner. That’s because the planet travels
outside the Earth’s orbit around the Sun, which means that it can appear
anywhere in your astrological chart. It might be in the same sign as yours or
a sign that’s completely opposite.

Mars in the same sign as your Sun bolsters confidence. It makes you
aggressive and affirmative.

Mars in the sign before or after your Sun sign is an irritant. This Mars
just doesn’t sit well with you no matter how hard you try to make it right.

Mars in the sign two signs before or after your Sun sign is an ally. This
Mars is always there to lend a helping hand.

Mars in the sign three signs before or after your Sun sign is an
adversary. Sometimes competitive, sometimes combative, this Mars asks
whether you’re up to the task at hand.

Mars in the sign four signs before or after your Sun sign is a supporter.
You can always rely on this Mars for backup and follow-through.

Mars in the sign five signs before or after your Sun sign is anyone’s
guess. It hurts as much as it helps, and it’s hard to tell if it makes things
better or worse.

Mars in the sign six signs away from your Sun sign is a total
disconnect. You don’t identify with this Mars in any way, so that what
happens is it gets projected onto others—particularly in relationships or
with close business associates. You may feel like it’s the other person who
always gets their way, wins, or has the final say.

What if you have Mars retrograde? Mars retrogrades choose flight over
fight. That’s why you go out of your way to avoid conflict, but it’s not
something that sits easily with you. Haunted by the feeling that you missed
your chance to have it out—and filled with dread that one day you’ll have
to—you can wind up becoming a fuming presence of resentment. It’s
always a good idea to bite the bullet when you’re born with Mars
retrograde.

You can gauge Mars’s strength in an astrological chart by determining if
it’s in domicile, detriment, exaltation, or fall. Mars is at home (domicile) in
Aries and Scorpio. In medieval Europe, spring and autumn were the ideal
seasons for battle. You didn’t want to fight in the summer when the
temperature inside that armor could become stiflingly hot, and you didn’t
want to fight in the winter when mountain passes were snowed in, making



the transport of artillery impossible. Mars is out of season (detriment) in
Taurus and Libra. These are the two Venus-ruled signs, which means that
Mars has to be on good behavior when it’s in them. Mars isn’t known for
playing well with others. Mars is exalted in Capricorn, a sign famous for
austerity and discipline, and Mars is in fall in Cancer, a sign famous for its
gushing sentimentality. Whether Mars is exalted or in fall doesn’t mean it’s
a good or bad Mars. A “strong” Mars may not care whose toes get stepped
on as long as it gets what it wants, while a “weak” Mars may be self-
sacrificing and protective of those unable to fend for themselves.

MARS IN ARIES

You're a fighter, not a lover. You don’t like it when life gets too cushy. Your
Mars feeds on conflict. You love a good argument when voices are raised
and tempers flare. It shows that people care. It’s why you make provocative
statements aimed at getting a rise out of them. But this doesn’t necessarily
mean you’re a troublemaker. It could even make you heroic. Mars is in
domicile in Aries, which means you say what nobody else has the courage
to say, do what everyone wishes they had done in the moment, and keep on
pushing for what’s right long after others have given up. Obviously, you’re
no stranger to pushback. But there’s a difference between getting an
opponent’s attention and kicking the hornet’s nest. Do you have a vision of
how you want things to work out in the end? Hopefully, you do. If not, then
try being less scorched-earth in your policy and find a way for conflicting
interests to dovetail.

JUPITER

Do you believe in a higher power that looks out after us, or is it up to each
person to make the world a better place? When good things happen to you
in life, does that mean you’re good or just lucky? And when bad things
happen, is that mischance or did you ask for it? Jupiter is the planet of
“what I believe” in astrology. If we were made in God’s image, then Jupiter
represents the God that we imagine. Is He a She or a They? Are you
theistic, pantheistic, or atheistic? Is your God loving? Stern? All-knowing?
Or is God math? Wherever the divine is enshrined in your life, it will be
flanked by the Jupiterian values of good fortune and higher purpose.

In mythology the Sun brought the day, but it was Jupiter that brought
blue skies. Now this may seem like hairsplitting until you think of a candle.
Light a candle and you have a spot of light in the dark, but put that candle
in a hurricane lamp and its light fills the room. And that’s the way that
Jupiter works. The Sun lights and Jupiter illuminates. Its blue sky masks the
heavens during the day so that we can see the world we live in. We can spot
what lies underfoot, search long distances, and admire the clouds floating
overhead. This is why Jupiter is the planet of your worldview.

We make moral judgments based on Jupiter. Success is our reward for
talent and hard work. Love is our reward for being likable. Plenty is our
reward for being devout. The more good things happen to you, the more
you’ll believe that the Universe is a fair and just place. But what if things
aren’t going well for you? What if—despite your best efforts—good fortune
just doesn’t smile on you? Well, bad luck can’t just be bad luck. It has to be
rationalized in some way. Maybe things aren’t going well because you
kicked a Buddha in the pants in a past life, you have a negative outlook, or
you don’t try hard enough and are in desperate need of character building.
It’s extraordinary, the lengths to which we will go to avert our gaze from the



unblinking stares of mishap and misery. We make up reasons to explain
away the bad because we don’t want it to upset our belief in the good and
just world that is lit by Jupiter’s rays. Better to demonize the less fortunate
than to believe that there could be gaps in Jupiter’s providence.

One would think that Jupiter’s rewards system is pretty straightforward,
but it’s not. Like Venus, Jupiter is a benefic planet. That means it brings
good things into your life for the express purpose of begetting more good
things. If Venus brings people together to create more people, then Jupiter
brings all those different groups of people together to create a better society.
But Jupiter isn’t about filling up your coffers. It’s about paying it forward.
This is why Jupiter is the planet of philanthropy. Its roots lie in the Greek
tradition of guest-friendship.

Hospitality (guest-friendship) was a cardinal virtue in the ancient Greek
world. The idea was that if a stranger from another land was shipwrecked
on your shores, you wouldn’t turn him away, enslave him, or serve him up
as a human sacrifice to the gods. You would welcome him into your home
and feed and clothe him. The stranger, in turn, wouldn’t take advantage of
your hospitality by stealing your silverware, seducing your wife, or
overstaying his welcome. Indeed, he was expected to reciprocate by making
himself useful, showing you a better way to do things, or perhaps returning
the favor of hospitality one day. This idea of forging ties that go beyond
one’s borders has always been connected to Jupiter.

Jupiter is often described as the planet of expansion in astrology.
Astrologers say he makes things bigger—whether it’s your fortunes, your
expectations, your ego, or your thighs. But Jupiter doesn’t expand just to
expend, Jupiter expands in order to incorporate—like an empire. Empires
have a nasty reputation nowadays because of their bloody history of
military conquest and colonization, but they weren’t all bad. Instead of
razing the societies they conquered, they took them under their wing and
incorporated them into a wider network of kingdoms and territories. Trade
routes allowed for the intermixing of cultures, exposure to foreign ways of
life, and the adoption of exotic beliefs that produced new religions, new
ways of learning, and new ways of being. In many ways, your Jupiter
encourages you to do the same thing. By getting you to embrace the world
rather than judge it, Jupiter expands your horizons, diversifies your
community, and broadens your outlook so that you become a more humane
human being.



Jupiter isn’t always by your side. That’s because the planet travels
outside the Earth’s orbit around the Sun, which means that it can appear
anywhere in your astrological chart. It might be in the same sign as yours or
a sign that’s completely opposite.

Jupiter in the same sign as your Sun enriches. Gifts and blessings are
showered on you as long as you are true to yourself.

Jupiter in the sign before or after your Sun sign misses the boat. This is
the area of life where you have good fortune but may be slow to recognize
it.

Jupiter in the sign two signs before or after your Sun sign benefits. This
Jupiter wants to see you succeed and has a lot of ideas about how to make
that happen.

Jupiter in the sign three signs before or after your Sun sign is your
conscience. Sometimes goading, sometimes shaming, this Jupiter struggles
to make you do the right thing.

Jupiter in the sign four signs before or after your Sun sign blesses. This
Jupiter provides the opportunities you need to go further than you would on
your own.

Jupiter in the sign five signs before or after your Sun sign is anyone’s
guess. Good fortune hurts as much as it helps and it’s hard to tell if it makes
things better or worse.

Jupiter in the sign six signs away from your Sun sign is a total
disconnect. You don’t identify with this Jupiter in any way, so that what
happens is it gets projected onto others—particularly in relationships or
with close business associates. You may feel like it’s the other person who’s
lucky, gets all the breaks, or steals your thunder.

What if you have Jupiter retrograde? Jupiter retrogrades are famous for
pulling the plug right when you’re ready to make that big leap. It’s not
unlike the Millennium Falcon busting a gasket when trying to make its
escape into light speed. You may not have Imperial fighters on your tail, but
reversals in fortune are nothing new and often leave you scrambling for
last-minute solutions to salvage the situation. You’ve gotten quite good at
pulling rabbits out of a hat. Fortune is fickle, but you’re not ready to
forswear it. It has a funny way of coming back online in times when it’s
needed most.

You can gauge Jupiter’s strength in an astrological chart by determining
if it’s in domicile, detriment, exaltation, or fall. Jupiter is at home



(domicile) in Sagittarius and Pisces. These are the signs associated with
Advent and Lent in the Christian liturgical calendar. The first looks forward
to Christ’s birth (Christmas), while the second looks forward to Christ’s
resurrection (Easter). Jupiter rules the times of year when we move closer to
God in our hearts. Jupiter is out of season (detriment) in Gemini and Virgo.
These are the two Mercury-ruled signs—fact-based and intellectual. Jupiter
doesn’t do well in signs that poke holes in its spiritual faith. Jupiter is
exalted in Cancer—a sign famous for its well-stocked shelves and
hospitality—and Jupiter is in fall in Capricorn—a sign famous for its tight
grip on the purse strings. Whether Jupiter is exalted or in fall doesn’t make
it a good or bad Jupiter. A “strong” Jupiter may be generous to a fault
(thereby imperiling its fortunes), while a “weak” Jupiter is sure to have
savings tucked away for a rainy day.

JUPITER IN ARIES

You preach the gospel of self-reliance. You don’t depend on others and
therefore don’t owe anyone anything. You are completely self-made and
answer only to yourself. When you follow your own path, then you
discover what you are truly capable of. Your wins are your wins; your
failures are your failures. Nobody can buy you. Nobody can silence you.
You have a hero’s valor, which means you’re no stranger to fighting the
good fight. If you believe in a cause, then you are all in. But you don’t sign
petitions or quietly give money to a GoFundMe account. You put yourself
on the line.

SATURN

Saturn is the planet of “what I fear.” The last of the ancient planets, Saturn
was the slowest and dimmest of the lights, so he was seen as elderly,
burdensome, and melancholic. Saturn’s association with the infirmities of
old age makes him the planet of fear—fear of being destitute, unloved,
abandoned, or incapacitated. Saturn’s fears aren’t horror-movie fears. Nor
are they catastrophic or apocalyptic. Those troubles belong to other planets.
Saturn’s reality—grief, pain, and decay—waits for us patiently at the end of
our lives, and the knowledge of its inevitability makes us want to do
everything we can to avoid going there.

Everyone is afraid of fear. We’re so afraid that we don’t talk about it. It’s
why we treat misfortune like a contagion. We don’t want to be infected, so
we blame poor people for being poor and sick people for being sick. Fear is
why we ostracize, demonize, and shame. It hardens our hearts, points
fingers, and takes things away from people who didn’t have much to begin
with. Saturn often gets vilified in astrology, but Saturn’s not the one that
brings misfortune. On the contrary, Saturn reveals how each of us becomes
the author of our own misfortune by showing what fear can make us do.

We do cruel things when we’re afraid. We also do stupid things.
Oedipus Rex is the story of a prince who was told that one day he would
grow up to kill his father and marry his mother. Horrified by this prophecy,
Oedipus hits the road, where he encounters an angry charioteer who
threatens to run him down if he doesn’t get out of the way and whom
Oedipus Kkills in self-defense. Oedipus then goes on to defeat the Sphynx, a
monstrous creature terrorizing the city of Thebes, and to marry the recently
widowed queen, who’s grateful for the assist. It’s only after he becomes
king that Oedipus learns that he was adopted—that the parents who raised



him weren’t his biological parents, that the charioteer he killed was his
father and the widowed queen is his mother. Unable to cope, Oedipus
gouges out his eyes and wanders the streets as a blind beggar. The story of
Oedipus Rex sounds cruel, but it’s actually the story of what happens when
we let fear seize control of our lives, because when we run away from the
things we dread most, we wind up tripping headlong into the very outcome
we were seeking to avoid.

Saturn is the planet of tests. It tests us by playing on our fears. And
Saturn in your horoscope shows you exactly where you’ll encounter them.
Maybe it’s fear of loss that leads you to keep people at arm’s length, fear of
poverty that keeps you working a job you hate, or fear of disappointment
that compels you to choose the hell you know over the heaven you don’t.
These are the self-fulfilling prophecies that keep you locked in an endless
loop. But a test isn’t the same as a challenge. A challenge provokes you to
act; it shoves you in the chest and dares you to shove it back. A test, on the
other hand, judges whether you are truly capable or not.

Saturn is a malefic planet. It’s famous for stacking the deck against you
and snatching away the football right when you’re ready to kick it. Saturn
doesn’t make things easy, and that’s the point. When you come up against
an obstacle to happiness and immediately admit defeat, Saturn shows you
that you must not have wanted it that much in the first place because you
gave up so easily. Saturn tested your resolve, and your resolve was found
wanting. Saturn always tests you in the area of life you care the most about,
which is why it’s a constant source of anxiety and pain. It’s the one problem
that you just can’t beat.

Saturn teaches through the tedium of repetition. And by making you
face the same obstacle time and time again, Saturn wears you down until
you get to the place where you are so sick and tired of feeling sick and tired
that you will try just about anything as long as it’s different. And this is
Saturn’s miracle moment. By withholding the rewards you seek, Saturn
teaches you to draw on resources you never dreamed you had and to make
the most of your limitations instead of succumbing to them. This is what
makes Saturn a teacher and not a tyrant, a builder and not a destroyer. We
learn from our mistakes, not from our perfect test scores.

Saturn isn’t always on your case. That’s because the planet travels
outside the Earth’s orbit around the Sun, which means that it can appear



anywhere in your astrological chart. It may be in the same sign as yours or a
sign that’s completely opposite.

Saturn in the same sign as your Sun sign burdens. The weight that’s too
much to carry is also the very thing that builds strength.

Saturn in the sign before or after your Sun sign is exasperating. This is
the area of life where it’s hard to absorb the lessons you’re being taught.

Saturn in the sign two signs before or after your Sun sign is an ally. This
Saturn wants to see you succeed and will provide the learning opportunities
that can help make that happen.

Saturn in the sign three signs before or after your Sun sign thwarts. It
frustrates and bedevils you. Unable to get what you want or to walk away,
Saturn here creates a never-ending struggle.

Saturn in the sign four signs before or after your Sun sign is a mentor.
This Saturn connects you to people who have been down the same road
you’re on and who want to help.

Saturn in the sign five signs before or after your Sun sign is anyone’s
guess. You feel blocked and wonder if redoubling efforts is really the
answetr, or are you better off just calling it quits?

Saturn in the sign six signs away from your Sun sign is a total
disconnect. You don’t identify with this Saturn in any way, so that what
happens is it gets projected onto others—particularly in relationships or
with close business associates. You may feel like it’s the other person who’s
too taxing, limited, or a real downer.

What if you have Saturn retrograde? Saturn retrogrades are famous for
things taking longer than they should. If Saturn is the tortoise in the race
between the tortoise and the hare, then Saturn retrograde is like that tortoise
on Valium. It wanders, meanders, and sometimes just stands there staring.
Yet somehow Saturn retrograde delivers. You may find your calling late in
life, experience an unexpected second act, or go back and pick up
something you shelved years ago. Time is always on your side, which only
goes to show that delayed gratification is better than no gratification at all.

You can gauge Saturn’s strength in an astrological chart by determining
if it’s in domicile, detriment, exaltation, or fall. Saturn is at home (domicile)
in Capricorn and Aquarius. These are the dark months when life is dormant.
Think of midnight when the Sun crosses the threshold from one day into the
next. Saturn rules that period in the calendar when the old year ends and the
new one begins. Saturn is out of season (detriment) in Cancer and Leo.



These are the summer signs, and Saturn isn’t exactly known for being warm
and sunny. Saturn is exalted in Libra, the harvesting sign when you find out
if it’s a bumper crop or slim pickings, and Saturn is in fall in Aries, the
sowing sign where you’re planting seeds and encouraging new growth.
Frosty Saturn is a closer, not an opener, so it’s not welcome in spring.
Whether Saturn is exalted or in fall doesn’t make it a good or bad Saturn. A
“strong” Saturn may be severe while a “weak” Saturn is always tough, but
fair.

SATURN IN ARIES

You're slow out of the starting gate. And that’s not by choice. Unexpected
delays have hobbled you since childhood. Maybe it took a long time to
speak as a toddler, you were beset with health issues early on, or you were
held back a grade. Whatever the initial stumbling blocks, you’ve been
playing catch-up ever since. Watching the light turn red when everyone else
gets the go-ahead is discouraging. What’s the point of competing if you’re
always being tripped up? Saturn is in fall in Aries, which means that your
biggest fear is things being over before they’ve begun. And if you take
yourself out of the running, that’s exactly what will happen. The solution is
to choose your races wisely. You know you weren’t built for speed, so skip
the sprints and sign up for the marathons. Saturn in Aries gives you
endurance, stamina, and that ability to pour it on when the finish line’s in
sight. It’s ideal for pulling all-nighters, powering through obstacles, and
delivering in the end.

URANUS

Uranus is the planet of “what I don’t expect.” And it certainly took
everyone by surprise when it was discovered by the British astronomer Sir
William Herschel in March 1781. The first planet to be found since ancient
times, Uranus upset the status quo of our solar system, which is why it was
deemed the planet of revolution and change by astrologers. To be clear, the
changes that Uranus brings aren’t slight adjustments or cosmetic alterations.
It doesn’t busy itself arranging and then rearranging things like flowers in a
vase. Uranus is famous for kicking over the game board and sending all the
pieces flying. Wherever it resides in your horoscope is an area of volatility
and disruption.

Overthrowing the old in order to make way for the new is the perfect
mission statement for a planet that was discovered at the midpoint between
the American War of Independence and the French Revolution. Both
conflicts were fueled by the Enlightenment, a philosophical movement that
began in the salons of the intelligentsia and wound up bloodied in the
streets. The Enlightenment held that freedom, democracy, and science—and
not the absolute authority of kings, the church, or the rich—should
determine the way a society is governed. And if a government doesn’t
recognize the inalienable rights of life, liberty, and the pursuit of happiness,
then, as Thomas Jefferson, author of the Declaration of Independence, put
it, “it is the Right of the People to alter or abolish it.” These were
inflammatory words then and they’re just as inflammatory now, as mass
protests worldwide demonstrate. But Uranus in your horoscope doesn’t
mean that you’re going to don a Guy Fawkes mask at some point and start
tossing Molotov cocktails. Uranus is the planet of revolution and change,
and revolutions aren’t choosy about political sides. You can be just as



revolutionary in your pursuit of progressive reforms as you can be in your
efforts to restore things to what they once were.

Uranus is a peculiar planet. It’s the only one to orbit the Sun on its side,
which means that its north and south poles are where other planets’
equators would be. This gives the appearance of Uranus rotating on its axis
like a big wheel in the sky. It also has rings, like Saturn.

The Wheel of Fortune is a good image to keep in mind when thinking of
Uranus. What’s up one day can be down the next, and what was down could
come flying up. Uranus is a hurly-burly, topsy-turvy energy: an enemy to
everything that is fixed and nailed to the floor. It traffics in surprise upsets,
unexpected twists, and rude awakenings. It’s the reason people suddenly
walk out on everything they built, espouse beliefs they once derided, or
change their sexual orientation later in life. Uranus will always turn your
life upside down, but it also asks: How do you know that the side you’re
used to is any better than the one to come?

Uranus, Neptune, and Pluto are known as the “modern” planets because
they were discovered after 1781. Planets known before then—the Sun,
Moon, Mercury, Venus, Mars, Jupiter, and Saturn—are the ancient planets,
while Uranus, Neptune and Pluto are the modern ones.

The modern planets were named after deities who epitomized realms
removed from our human experience. Uranus was named after the heavens,
Neptune the seas, and Pluto the underworld—*“the undiscovered country,”
as Shakespeare put it. The Sun, the Moon, Mercury, and the other ancients
are called the personal planets because they describe psychological traits we
can relate to, like our identity, our feelings, our thought processes, and so
on, while the modern planets are referred to as transpersonal planets
because there is a distinctly impersonal quality to them. They connect us to
worlds beyond our scope. Some astrologers see these planets as playing a
key role in our evolution as a species while others regard them as a hot
mess—radical elements thrown into the horoscope for the express purpose
of wreaking havoc in our lives.

The heavens are democratic. Our Sun, which we honor and obey, is just
one of many stars in the nighttime sky. Eclectic and multifaceted, the
heavens have always been the vault where higher ideals and eternal truths
are stored—forever out of reach, but always enlightening. These truths
make themselves known through revelation. Sometimes they arrive with a
parting of the clouds and sometimes they’re the result of critical thinking,



exploration, experimentation, and invention. Nevertheless, a higher truth is
a square peg that we often try to squeeze into a round hole, so is it any
wonder that it would revolt? That it would knock us upside our heads in
order to get us to see the light? And that’s Uranus’s job in your chart: to
wake you up to the fact that the abstract painting you admire on the wall is
actually hung upside down, and now that you know better you need to do
everything you can to get it right side up. It may not always be
comprehensible, but Uranus ensures that there really is a grand design to the
Universe—even if we can seldom make sense of it.

Uranus isn’t always upsetting the apple cart. That’s because the planet
travels outside the Earth’s orbit around the Sun, which means that it can
appear anywhere in your astrological chart. It might be in the same sign as
yours or a sign that’s completely opposite.

Uranus in the same sign as your Sun sign electrifies. It awakens and
excites.

Uranus in the sign before or after your Sun sign is a gadfly. It never
stops buzzing in your ear, challenging the decisions you make and positions
you take.

Uranus in the sign two signs before or after your Sun sign enlightens.
By continually removing blinders, it increases your awareness of the world
you live in.

Uranus in the sign three signs before or after your Sun sign overthrows.
Sometimes rebellious, sometimes liberating, this Uranus will never be
oppressed or repressed.

Uranus in the sign four signs before or after your Sun sign galvanizes. It
invigorates and enlivens.

Uranus in the sign five signs before or after your Sun sign is anyone’s
guess. You get thrown a lot of curves, and you’re not always sure if they’re
happy accidents or catastrophic ones.

Uranus in the sign six signs away from your Sun sign is a total
disconnect. You don’t identify with this Uranus in any way, so that what
happens is it gets projected onto others—particularly in relationships or
with close business associates. You may feel like it’s the other person who’s
too wild, erratic, and “out there.”

What if you have Uranus retrograde? Uranus retrogrades are famous for
pendulum swings. They’re not as abrupt in their about-faces, but they can
be just as absolute and uncompromising. Let’s say you’ve spent years



rallying against a cause, refusing to yield an inch or see things from a
different perspective. Well, when that pendulum swings you may find
yourself embracing—if not championing—the very things you found
objectionable. But instead of it hitting you like a bolt out of the blue, this
realization gradually dawns on you so that the changes you make are more
gradual and long-lasting.

Although considered to be the co-ruler of Aquarius, the traditional rules
of domicile, detriment, exaltation, and fall do not apply to Uranus and the
other modern planets.

URANUS IN ARIES

like you’re irresistibly drawn to conflicts where the people in charge have
their foot on the neck of those helpless to oppose them. Maybe it’s
executives who abuse their authority, a system that’s been rigged for years,
or a cultural mind-set in need of some serious updating. In any case, you are
here to do something about it. The irony is that you didn’t go looking for a
fight. There’s no code of honor that you subscribe to, no glistening set of
principles. You just know a wrong when you see it—which is why even if
you’re the soft-spoken, button-down type, you still roll up your sleeves and
jump into the fray. And this struggle wakes you up to the things you’ve
been missing. It feeds you, motivates you, and educates you. And once
activated, you don’t ever want to go back. You’re like the rebel who’s
finally found the right cause. Aries Uranus . . .

NEPTUNE

Neptune is the planet of “what I yearn for” in astrology. It works like a
movie dream sequence. Neptune fills you with longing for things that
appear hopelessly out of reach, but Neptune also teaches you to be careful
what you wish for because you might just get it.

The dreams you have when you’re asleep aren’t the same as the dreams
you have for your future. Nighttime dreams are often a jumble—they
require interpretation in order to make any sense of them. The dreams you
have for your future are Neptune dreams, which are like mirages
shimmering in the distance. They may inspire you to make something of
yourself, to trudge on out into the desert and give that vision of yours your
best shot at realizing it, or they may taunt you with their spectral half-life of
what ifs and what-could-be scenarios that always dissolve on touch but are
swift to return whenever you think of giving them up. Neptune is the most
treacherous planet in astrology. It’s also the most redemptive because it’s
the hope you never stop holding out for.

Under the influence is how we describe someone who’s intoxicated, but
it’s also a good way to think of Neptune. Neptune rules the euphoria that
artists, musicians, and poets experience when the barrier between your
conscious and your unconscious mind—or this world and the next—Ilowers
and the words, images, and musical notes just come pouring through. It’s
not the rush that athletes feel when they push their bodies to the limit or that
aha moment when the pieces of the puzzle click into place. It’s that hazy
headspace where you empty yourself of you and become the vessel of
something greater; something that’s wiser, deeper, and freer. Sometimes it
comes when you’re anguished and heartbroken, sometimes when you’re
drunk or high. And sometimes it comes when you’re still and quiet and are
willing to wait. There is no particular way of summoning Neptune energy.



It’s not play-on-demand. Nor is there any guarantee that when you emerge
from its delirium, those wonderful epiphanies you had when you were
swimming with the dolphins won’t leave you scratching your head in
bewilderment later. What felt so infused with meaning and resonant
profundity may now appear as scribbles and gibberish—like debris swept
up onto the seashore. Neptune is the planet of heightened experiences and
altered states, the favorite go-to source for mystics and seers; one can never
be too sure if you’re drinking from the Fount of Divine Inspiration or the
Kool-Aid of Divine Madness. Or as the comedian Lily Tomlin once
quipped: “I worry that drugs have forced some people to be more creative
than they really are.”

The sea has always been mysterious and otherworldly, vast and
unfathomable. Neptune’s discovery in 1846 coincided with the advent of
spiritualism in the United States. Séances, channeling, Ouija boards, and
ghost hunting all originated with spiritualism, which transformed the
religious landscape of America in the years leading up to the Civil War.
Before spiritualism, the afterlife was strictly defined as either heaven or hell
—one of two fates that awaited you on Judgment Day. But spiritualists
taught that the dead are with us now—and not only are they “alive and
well” living in an astral plane of existence, but they also want to bring
comfort to the bereaved and help loved ones live a better life. At its height,
spiritualism had eight million followers. It planted the seeds for Theosophy,
Christian Science, and New Age practices as well as for the women’s rights
movement.

Neptune gets you to reimagine your life, your world, and your cosmos.
Right now there’s a lemming rush for the cliffs. Maybe it’s driven by
apocalyptic fever, or maybe it’s driven by self-deception, but the heads of
state don’t seem to want to believe that global warming is a thing. However,
if we keep going the way that we’re going, then the polar caps will melt, the
seas will overrun the coasts, and this time the great flood will last a lot
longer than forty days and forty nights. It may seem like too tall an order to
turn things around, but Neptune speaks to the power of the ripple effect. All
it takes is a dream of a better world and the willingness to put your vision
out there and to see it through. Change the direction of one fish and you can
turn around the entire school.

Neptune isn’t always about falling down the rabbit hole. That’s because
the planet travels outside the Earth’s orbit around the Sun, which means that



it can appear anywhere in your astrological chart. It might be in the same
sign as yours or a sign that’s completely opposite.

Neptune in the same sign as your Sun sign sensitizes. It heightens all
your senses—including the sixth one.

Neptune in the sign before or after your Sun sign mystifies. This is the
area of life you find hopelessly confusing.

Neptune in the sign two signs before or after your Sun sign inspires. It
gives you a creative vision that others find compelling.

Neptune in the sign three signs before or after your Sun sign deceives.
Sometimes it’s on purpose and sometimes it’s for your own good; there’s
always more to the story where this Neptune is concerned.

Neptune in the sign four signs before or after your Sun sign is an
influencer. This Neptune gives you a hypnotic effect on people. Please use
responsibly.

Neptune in the sign five signs before or after your Sun sign is anyone’s
guess. It’s hard to tell if that impossible dream is worth pursuing or if
you’re just tilting at windmills.

Neptune in the sign six signs away from your Sun sign is a total
disconnect. You don’t identify with this Neptune in any way, so that what
happens is it gets projected onto others—particularly in relationships or
with close business associates. You may feel like it’s the other person who’s
too vague, spacey, or incoherent.

What if you have Neptune retrograde? Neptune retrogrades have a hard
time quitting things.

Although Neptune is considered the co-ruler of Pisces, the traditional
rules of domicile, detriment, exaltation, and fall do not apply to Neptune
and the other two modern planets: Uranus and Pluto.

Infatuation is a mixed blessing. You know it’s not to be trusted, but it’s an
illusion you never grow tired of experiencing. Hope springs eternal when
Neptune is in Libra. People don’t make the best choices when they’re under
the thrall of Neptune, and it probably doesn’t much matter because an
infatuation is really just the prelude to a kiss in a fairy tale. It’s only after
the spell has been broken and you arise from your slumber that you are
truly free to get to know each other.

PLUTO

Like plants and animals, we all have a fate encrypted inside us. Call it a
genetic code, hereditary traits, or a psychological inheritance that’s been
passed down through the generations. There is a deep, dark part of us that
already knows the end of the story before it plays out. It’s the part of us that
knows that certain things were meant to be, that other things can’t be
helped, and that there are make-or-break times in life when it either all
comes together or falls apart. If the Sun symbolizes the self in your
horoscope—the person you’re always growing into—then Pluto symbolizes
the seed.

And like a seed, Pluto carries the knowledge of everything that’s come
before. Pluto knows what shape you will take, the things you need to
survive and thrive, and that you have to push through the darkness because
if you don’t you will surely perish. It’s Pluto’s job to get you through the
rough passages. It does this at the beginning of life when you’re squeezing
through the birth canal. It does this with every crisis you face, every trauma
you suffer, and every accident you walk away from. And it does this at the
end of life, when it’s time for your body, soul, and spirit to part company
and go their separate ways. Pluto symbolizes the will to live that’s greater
than conscious choice, resolve, or hope: a will that’s so indefatigable that it
insists there’s life after death—which is ironic given that the planet was
named after the Roman god of the dead.

“Why not call it Pluto?” asked eleven-year-old Venetia Burney when
news of a planet lying beyond Neptune’s orbit was announced in the British
papers on March 14, 1930. Contrary to popular belief, Burney didn’t name
the planet after Mickey Mouse’s dog. The girl knew her classical
mythology and she knew her planets. (Besides, the dog’s name came later.)



Burney proposed the name over breakfast with her grandfather, a retired
librarian of the Bodleian Library at Oxford, who passed it along to a friend
at the Royal Astronomical Society, who then sent a telegram to the Lowell
Observatory in Arizona, where the planet was first spotted. There was
initial hesitation—some scientists thought it sounded too gloomy—>but in
the end everyone agreed it was a fitting name for a heavenly body so
remote and icy.

Although the story of Pluto’s naming is quaint and rather charming,
there was nothing cheery about when it was discovered. Months after the
stock market crash of 1929 and smack-dab between the outbreak of World
War I and the end of World War II, Pluto’s appearance coincides with one
of our civilization’s darkest chapters. Mass destruction, the Holocaust, and
the threat of nuclear annihilation are just a few of the grim realities to arise
from this period. No longer would natural disasters, plagues, or God decide
humankind’s future. That prerogative would now reside with us.

“What’s bred in the bone will out in the flesh” is a good way to think of
Pluto. It sounds fatalistic, but Pluto isn’t concerned about your fate; it’s
concerned about your true nature.

Pluto is not an easy planet to know. Like the lord of the underworld, it
lies beneath the floorboards of your horoscope. You don’t go to it as much
as it comes to you when the time is right. And those times aren’t pleasant.
Pluto is the planet of ordeals and the transformations that arise from them.

Pluto’s ordeals are pretty brutal. They often involve cruelty, injustice,
grief, and loss. Sometimes they’re inflicted on you, and sometimes you
inflict them on others. And that’s the thing about Pluto. You don’t really
know what lies beneath those floorboards. It might be buried treasure or it
could just be rot. Saturn may be the planet of tests, but Pluto lays bare who
you’ve been all along.

Reincarnation is often associated with Pluto. Reincarnation is a religious
belief that originated in agriculturally based civilizations. When you think
of the way plants flower, die, and then reappear every spring, it wasn’t a big
leap to ask: If plants can come back from the dead, why can’t we? In many
prehistoric societies the dead were buried in fetal position—placed back
into the womb of the earth lovingly like a baby. This is where Pluto’s
connection to rebirth comes from. It doesn’t rise from the ashes as much as
it returns—richer and more realized than it was before. Pluto always
rewards those who suffer its ordeals because it’s only by going down into



the depths that you activate that mysterious process responsible for your
evolution as a being. But even in reincarnation, Pluto maintains the same
you. An indomitable you. It’s the you who keeps coming back.

Pluto isn’t always dragging you down to hell and back. That’s because
the planet travels outside the Earth’s orbit around the Sun, which means that
it can appear anywhere in your astrological chart. It might be in the same
sign as yours or a sign that’s completely opposite.

Pluto in the same sign as your Sun sign transforms. It continually
works to bring out the person you are underneath.

Pluto in the sign before or after your Sun sign torments. This is the one
area of life you can’t make peace with.

Pluto in the sign two signs before or after your Sun plays for keeps.
This Pluto means serious business.

Pluto in the sign three signs before or after your Sun sign is a power
struggle. These are the battles you fight as if your life depended on it.

Pluto in the sign four signs before or after your Sun sign regenerates.
You keep coming back no matter how many times you’re cut down.

Pluto in the sign five signs before or after your Sun sign is anyone’s
guess. It’s hard to tell if that thing you’re fixated on is worth the trouble or
will wind up costing everything you hold dear.

Pluto in the sign six signs away from your Sun sign is a total
disconnect. You don’t identify with this Pluto in any way, so that what
happens is it gets projected onto others—particularly in relationships or
with close business associates. You may feel like it’s the other person who’s
too obsessive, intense, or self-destructive.

What if you have Pluto retrograde? Pluto retrogrades are known for long
gestation periods. They’re so long that you can go years—even decades!—
completely oblivious to this hidden side of yourself until it emerges full-
bodied, seizing your life with a wild ferocity. It’s both exciting and
unsettling because you’re filled with this urge to make up for lost time. And
you will. But the thing about Pluto retrogrades is that once spent, this wild
part of you goes back to sleep again—leaving you wondering why you did
the things you did and if it will ever come back again. Meanwhile the
landscape of your life has been irrevocably altered.

Although Pluto is considered the co-ruler of Scorpio, the traditional
rules of domicile, detriment, exaltation, and fall do not apply to Pluto and
the other two modern planets: Uranus and Neptune.



PLUTO IN LEO (1937/39-1956/58)

You never grow old. Your skin may wrinkle and your hair may turn gray,
but you’ll always approach life like a child—full of wonder with a carefree
heart and a love of play. You have made yourself practically immune to the
forces of cynicism and disillusionment. It’s because you refuse to buy into a
negative worldview that says you are anything less than. You will always be
fabulous, special, and gifted for as long as you live. It’s why you shut out
haters, beat back critics, and take sideswipes at punks who call you
“boomer.” You were born young at heart and nobody’s going to take that
away from you. But being an eternal child isn’t all it’s cracked up to be.
You can’t evolve if you’re forever young. Children don’t understand
accountability, giving back, or putting somebody else first. They also don’t
know when it’s time to leave the stage. Passing the keys on to the next
generation may feel like psychic suicide, but it actually allows you to take
on a more fulfilling role: adult. Leo Pluto . . .

Transforms: Leo Suns when they acknowledge others’ truths.
Torments: Cancer and Virgo Suns when they’re not being authentic.
Plays for keeps with: Gemini and Libra Suns because they’re all in.
Grapples with: Taurus and Scorpio Suns for the final say.

Regenerates: Aries and Sagittarius Suns by reconnecting them with what
matters most.

Is anyone’s guess with: Capricorn and Pisces Suns because it makes them
self-deprecating. Sometimes good because they can poke fun at their own
faults, sometimes bad when people mistake it for low self-esteem.

Opposes: Aquarius Suns. You see others as sucking all the oxygen out of the
room. When Pluto is opposite your Sun sign, you don’t connect to its
energy naturally, so you will always be overpowered by it until you do. The
best way to deal with this self-absorbed energy is to interrupt and then

PLUTO IN VIRGO (1956/58-1971/72)

Over the years you’ve been called a control freak, a micromanager, and
even OCD, but you don’t mind. You understand that it comes from a good
place. It’s why you take it as a sign of affection. The people in your life
know that everything would have gone to hell in a handbasket long ago if
not for you. Yet for someone who’s so hands-on, it’s remarkable how strong
the hands-off signals you transmit can be. The way you juggle
responsibilities, multitask, and ask to reschedule get-togethers at the last
minute because of work isn’t exactly inviting. And even then, you still go to
bed worrying that everything could crash and burn tomorrow. It could—so
what’s the point of all the worry and stress? When you have Pluto in Virgo
it’s important to live the life you have now rather than the one you’re saving
it all up for. Virgo Pluto . . .

Transforms: Virgo Suns when they find their own voice.

Torments: Leo and Libra Suns by putting off until tomorrow what they can
enjoy today.

Plays for keeps with: Cancer and Scorpio Suns because the ends always
justify the means.

Grapples with: Gemini and Sagittarius Suns by being a hard sell.
Regenerates: Taurus and Capricorn Suns because it will keep on keeping on.

Hopefully, in your efforts
to improve society you don’t become the very thing you’re trying to rule
out. Libra Pluto . . .

Transforms: Libra Suns when they are equal parts just and compassionate.

Torments: Virgo and Scorpio Suns by engaging in discussions for the sake of
argument.

Plays for keeps with: L.eo and Sagittarius Suns because it’s always about the
principle of the thing.

Grapples with: Cancer and Capricorn Suns when it makes them bend the
knee.



Regenerates: Gemini and Aquarius Suns with every pledge they keep.

Is anyone’s guess with: Taurus and Pisces Suns because it never strays from
the middle path. Sometimes good because they avoid extremes, sometimes
bad because they come across as hedging their bets.

Opposes: Aries Suns. You see others as didactic. When Pluto is opposite
your Sun sign, you don’t connect to its energy naturally, so you will always
be overpowered by it until you do. The best way to engage this energy is to
bring the conversation back to what’s really going on. Feelings get
disconnected once the jargon appears and people start backing up their
cases as if they were in a court of law. Words can be a thin veil for what lies
underneath. Tell them you’d rather hear what they want to say instead of
what they feel they have to say.

PLUTO IN SCORPIO (1983/84-1994/95)

Pluto is the planet of black holes, and nowhere is it more gaping than in
Scorpio. That means you are constantly fixated on what’s missing. Maybe it
was denied to you as a child or taken away. Then again, it could have been
something you had but was spoiled by cruelty, separation, or shame.
Whether it’s unrequited love or a grudge that remains unsatisfied, you can’t
give it up. Yet giving it up is exactly what you must do. Obsession, like
other things that aren’t good for you, is uniquely designed to keep you
hooked. The more you stay focused on something you can’t have, the more
the anger, ache, and desperation stokes obsession’s infernal fire. The
general rule for treating obsession is if you think you can’t live without it,
chances are you can. Closing the door on fixation opens the window to
fulfillment, and suddenly that bottomless pit doesn’t seem so bottomless
anymore.

Grapples with: L.eo and Aquarius Suns by reopening old wounds.

Regenerates: Cancer and Pisces Suns when they wind up being stronger than
they thought.

Is anyone’s guess with: Aries and Gemini Suns because it makes them single-
minded. Sometimes good because they concentrate only on the most
important essentials, sometimes bad because their idea of what’s
unimportant doesn’t always agree with everyone else’s.

Opposes: Taurus Suns. You see others as never being satisfied. When Pluto
is opposite your Sun sign, you don’t connect to its energy naturally, so you
will always be overpowered by it until you do. The best way to engage this
energy is to stop pandering to people. Just say no. It’s Taurus’s favorite
word.

PLUTO IN SAGITTARIUS (1995/96-2008)

downturns erase your fortune, or illness seizes your body and holds it
hostage. These are the times when we get religion, become spiritual, or call
on a higher power for help. But what happens when a hater defiles your
sacred space? Where do you turn then? Pluto in Sagittarius shakes your
moral values to the core—whether you’re religious or not. Most people
would abandon their faith, but not you. If anything, it becomes stronger,
more resilient—and in the most strange and inexplicable ways. It doesn’t
harden like a resolve, but it deepens. It knows that God cannot protect
because God is not a supernatural agency that can be summoned, but rather
a living light that exists inside us all. Pluto in Sagittarius teaches that the
only higher power we have to turn to resides within ourselves. Sagittarius
Pluto . . .



Transforms: Sagittarius Suns by making them rise again.
Torments: Scorpio and Capricorn Suns because nothing is sacred.

Plays for keeps with: Libra and Aquarius Suns because there will always be
minds to change and souls to save.

Grapples with: Virgo and Pisces Suns by insisting they get back in the saddle.
Regenerates: Aries and Leo Suns when they keep the faith.

Is anyone’s guess with: Taurus and Cancer Suns because they won’t call it
quits. Sometimes good because they’ll keep going long after everyone else
has given up, sometimes bad because maybe everyone else had the right
idea.

opposes: Gemini Suns. You see others as proselytizing. When Pluto is
opposite your Sun sign, you don’t connect to its energy naturally, so you
will always be overpowered by it until you do. The best way to engage this
energy is to hear them out if you have the time. Being a Gemini, you’re
naturally curious and are always willing to see things from another
perspective as long as it’s interesting. Just remember that what’s fun for you
is serious for them. You don’t want to offend someone who sincerely
thought you were asking in earnest.

PLUTO IN CAPRICORN (2009-2023)

You were born old. You’ve always been more serious, reflective, and
disciplined than a person your age should be. And it’s not like you were a
precocious child, because you were never really young.

But how informed are those
choices? Better life through technology seems like a no-brainer until you
realize that our capacity to create things has outpaced our ability to make
good decisions. We can modify food, alter the genetic code of species, and
even talk about transhumanism without sounding like a sci-fi nerd, but does
any of it make us better people? Just because we’re capable of something
doesn’t mean we’re meant to do it. Our history is full of Pandora’s boxes
that we keep opening as if they were Christmas presents tucked beneath the
tree.

Is anyone’s guess with: Cancer and Virgo Suns because it enables them to step
out of the situation. Sometimes good because it makes them impartial so
that they don’t take things personally, sometimes bad because they’re
eliminating the very thing that makes their insight special.

Opposes: Leo Suns. You see others as them. When Pluto is opposite your

Sun sign, you don’t connect to its energy naturally, so you will always be
overpowered by it until you do. The best way to engage this energy is to

meet people individually. Talking one-on-one will do a lot to break down
prejudices and assumptions and maybe even open your mind up to other

points of view.
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YOUR ASTROLOGY CHART AS PERSONAL CALENDAR

The first step in turning your astrology chart into a calendar is to not read it
like an astrology chart.

The reason for this is that an astrology chart is read with the planets
moving in a clockwise direction. This is great for reading a clock, but a
clock isn’t going to tell you the time of year any more than a calendar is
going to tell you the time of day. That’s why we don’t cover the rising sign,
houses, or planetary placements in this book. That will be in the next book.
The focus of this book is exclusively on turning your astrology chart into a
Cosmic Calendar, and to do this we will be using the modes, seasons, and
elements.

Begin with Your Birthday
To unlock your chart and use it as a yearly planner, you need to do three
things:

1. Find your season.

2. Determine what mode you are—is your zodiac sign cardinal, fixed, or
mutable?

3. Identify the element that your Sun sign is in.

Once you’ve done this, everything will fall into place.
Let’s use Pisces as an example. If you were born under Pisces (Feb. 18—
March 19), you know that:

1. You were born in the late winter.
2. You’re a mutable sign.
3. Your element is water.



Your next step is to divide the year into quarters according to the
mutable signs.

MUTABLE SIGNS

Pisces = late winter
Gemini = late spring
Virgo = late summer
Sagittarius = late autumn

In Season/Out of Season

If you are a Pisces, you are in season in the late winter when the Sun is
closest to your birthday, and you are out of season in the late summer
(Virgo) when the Sun is farthest away from it. You always want to begin
things in late autumn (Sagittarius) when the Sun is approaching your
birthday and end things in late spring (Gemini) when the Sun is departing it.

Approaching

The season before yours is when the Sun is approaching your birthday. It’s
increasing in solar strength, which means this is the time to clear away the
deadwood, plant seeds for any new projects, and invest energy in those
budding prospects that look like they’re going to go somewhere. It’s also
perfect for meeting and greeting new friends and associates as well as
updating your dating profile, because your solar energy is building. For
Pisces, whatever’s begun when the Sun is in Sagittarius will flower when
the Sun enters the sign of the Fish.

In Season

The Sun in your own zodiac sign is your peak time of year. This is you at
your strongest and most robust. You always want to do the things that
matter most when you are in season because the Sun is showing you off in
your best light. You’re at your most flavorful, appealing, and luscious. The
Sun in your birthday sign is hot and bright and makes you ripe for the
picking.

Departing
The season after yours is when the Sun is departing your birthday. This is
the time for closing deals, settling accounts, and finalizing agreements



because what peaks in Pisces fades in the sign of the Twins. It’s also a good
time to take stock. Did you have a bumper crop or slim pickings? If it’s a
bumper crop: great. You know you’re on the right track and will want to
invest more energy in what you’re doing and take things to the next level. If
it’s slim pickings, you’ll want to pull the plug on those things that didn’t
pan out: leave the dead-end job, take your house off the market, or call it
quits with that person who could never make a commitment. You can
always try again in six months.

Out of Season

When you are out of season, you’re likely to feel lethargic, unrecognized,
and totally at others’ beck and call. And you are because your solar energy
is at an all-time low. It’s still there, but it feels like it’s gone underground.
The Sun in your opposite sign is like the midnight Sun. It’s cold and dark,
and you can’t find your way. Needless to say, it’s not a great time for big
decisions or taking on important responsibilities, because you just aren’t up
to it. The good news is that this is also the time when the Sun starts moving
toward your birthday to begin reigniting your fire again.

Next, Add the Elements

Now that you’ve figured out when you are in season and not, let’s turn to
the elements. These are important because they identify the signs that you
will do well in (good times of year) versus the ones where your
performance will be less than stellar (bad times of year). You might want to
take out pen and paper so you can make a list of favorable and unfavorable
times according to your Cosmic Calendar.

Elements
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If you’re a Pisces, you are a water sign. That means the other two water
signs—Cancer and Scorpio—are favorable for you.

WATER
CANCER SCORPIO PISCES
(June 21—July 21) (Oct. 23—Nov. 21) (Feb.18—March 19)

So not only are you in peak season in late winter, but you are also “in your
element” when the Sun is in Cancer (early summer) and Scorpio (mid-
autumn). This is good because we just added two months to your list of
advantageous times of year.

Each element gets a complementary element. A complementary element
is an element that likes you, but you’re not really BFFs. Water’s



complementary element is earth.

EARTH
TAURUS VIRGO CAPRICORN
(April 19—May 19) (Aug. 22—Sept. 21) (Dec. 21—Jan. 18)

Think of watering the soil to make plants grow and you’ll see why these
two elements get along. For Pisces, the earth signs Taurus and Capricorn are
the most predisposed to helping you out because they are closest to your
sign in the calendar. This means Pisces can add mid-spring (Taurus) and
early winter (Capricorn) to your list of good times of year. Now you’re up
to five months that are advantageous to you.

Virgo, although an earth sign, is not favorable to Pisces because Virgo
(late summer) is when the Sun is opposite Pisces’s birthday (late winter).

Virgo goes in the minus column.

VIRGO
(Aug. 22—Sept. 21)

Air and fire are not always friendly to water, but they’re complementary
to each other—for instance, air fans a flame. This isn’t to say they’re hostile
to water, but imagine a game of rock-paper-scissors. It’s a constant one-
upmanship among these three elements as they battle it out for the upper
hand. Fire evaporates water, but water douses a flame; water drowns air, but
a fish out of water will suffocate.

The times of year when Pisces feels out of their element is when the Sun
is in air signs—Gemini (late spring), Libra (early autumn), and Aquarius
(midwinter) . . .

This may seem like there are more bad times than good, but the negative
effects are lessened in the uncomplementary signs that flank your birthday
because you are in season.

(Jan. 19—Feb. 17) (March 20—April 18)

However, you still have to be careful about the timing because these
adjacent signs are not always reliable. It’s iffy ground but it’s not rough
going.

And conversely, be sure to note that the negative effects are heightened
in the uncomplementary signs that flank your opposite sign, which means
that if you’re a Pisces, you need to watch your back when the Sun is in Leo

and Libra as well.

Now you might say: But I thought Sagittarius was the time for Pisces to
begin things, and Gemini was the time for Pisces to wrap things up? Why
would these be “bad” times? But ask yourself how many times you have
been ready to go at your start date. Doesn’t it take a while to get things up
and going before you find your groove? And what about deadlines? How
often do you find yourself racing the clock to get the job done? The times of
year when you are out of your element aren’t necessarily bad as much as
they’re the times when you feel the most anxious, uncertain, or under the
gun.

Elemental Compatibility

Water complements earth; incompatible with air and fire
Earth complements water; incompatible with air and fire
Air complements fire; incompatible with water and earth

Fire complements air; incompatible with water and earth

Incorporating the Planets
Now that you’ve worked out your list of good times versus bad times of
year, it’s time to incorporate the planets.

Go back to your chart and make a list of all the planets and the zodiac
signs they’re in. Be sure to include the elements. This will give you an idea
of the elemental balance in your chart. Don’t expect the elements to be
evenly distributed. Often you can have your Sun in one element with the
rest of your planets strewn about in the other three.

When Planets Are Team Players

Any planet in like or similar element to your Sun sign is on your team.
They work to your benefit—and that even includes the hard-to-manage
ones. For instance, combative Mars becomes emboldening when it’s in a
sign of like or similar element to your Sun sign, while Saturn brings
discipline and Uranus is more enlightening. These are good things to know,
but what’s even better is knowing how to use these planetary placements to
plan accordingly. If you know the months when you can expect to feel



emboldened, focused, or inventive, then you know when to ask for a raise,
take on a heavy-duty project, or do your best brainstorming. They’re the
months when the Sun is passing through the signs that these planets are well
disposed in.

What to Do When the Planets Are Not in a Good Place (for You)
But what if you have these planets in elements that aren’t friendly? Mars
will become more hostile, Saturn more onerous, and Uranus more
unpredictable. But this is still useful information because now you know
what to expect. However, planets in unfriendly elements aren’t landmines
waiting to go off as soon as the Sun passes over them. You can use these
times to grow as a person. Let’s say you have a lack of water in your chart.
Then the Sun passing through the water sign months tells you when you’ll
be dealing with intense emotional issues that make you feel out of your
depth. These are sink-or-swim times for you. Ignore what’s going on and
you’ll surely sink; learn from these experiences and you’ll swim. Obstacles
can become opportunities for growth when the Sun is passing through out-
of-season signs.

There’s No Such Thing as a “Bad” Chart

The Sun moving through the zodiac signs of like or similar elements can
also help you deal with a difficult planetary placement in your own
astrology chart. Let’s say you were born with Saturn, the planet of tests, in
your Sun sign. This is a burdensome placement, as it just hands you one
thankless task after another—and usually around your birthday. Yet when
the Sun travels through a zodiac sign of a like or similar element—water
signs if you’re a Pisces or complementary signs like Taurus and Capricorn
—it will actually shift the weight of Saturn’s energy so that it’s not so
crushing. It’s not unlike living in a basement apartment that’s usually dark
and gloomy but suddenly gets light between the hours of twelve and two.
The Sun traveling through signs of like and similar elements opens up as
times of the year when you might feel the depression lift, get a handle on
that problem you’ve been struggling with, or even make headway with an
uphill climb. Things are never fixed in your astrological chart because the
Sun is in constant motion. It may take days, weeks, or months, but the Sun



will always “come out tomorrow” because at some point it will be in season
or it will pass through a zodiac sign of a like or similar element.

Follow the Sun

We all know that there’s a time to sow and a time to reap, but there’s also a
time to do other things as well—like fall in love, build, or cast away. You
can use the signs that your planets are in to find out what these times of
year might be for you:

The Sun traveling through the sign that your Moon is in is a time for conceiving.

The Sun traveling through the sign that your Mercury is in is a time for buying and
selling.

The Sun traveling through the sign that your Venus is in is a time for love.
The Sun traveling through the sign that your Mars is in is a time to fight.
The Sun traveling through the sign that your Jupiter is in is a time for luck.
The Sun traveling through the sign that your Saturn is in is a time for tests.

The Sun traveling through the sign that your Uranus is in is a time for breakdowns
or breakthroughs.

The Sun traveling through the sign that your Neptune is in is a time for creative
inspiration or delusion.

The Sun traveling through the sign that your Pluto is in is a time for ordeals or
transformations.

Putting It All Together

Now that you have a template for the year, you can go ahead and chart your
good times and bad times based on when you’re in season or out of season.
Be sure to note the signs of like elements and the ones that are not. This is
especially important for determining which planets in your chart will be
helping you (and when) and which planets will be hindering. Remember
that even planets that are hindering still present opportunities for growth as
long as you’re willing to incorporate their unfamiliar elements. You may
even come to see them as hidden strengths.

Your Cosmic Calendar



We may all live under one calendar, but each of our personal calendars is
different. Some of us are fast out of the gate while others are late bloomers.
There are people who go through life on a tear and people who slog through
long plateau periods before hitting on something that’s truly enlivening and
fulfilling. The beauty of having a Cosmic Calendar that’s unique to you is
that it teaches you to do things in your own time. You don’t have to act
before you’re ready, stay with something you don’t like, push to produce, or
fret over lost opportunities if you’re in sync with your Cosmic Calendar.
You’ll know when the time is right. Your Cosmic Calendar also teaches you
to own your time, and this is perhaps the greatest gift of all. Time is often
something we waste by worrying about it. Nothing is lost, stalled, or
running out if you’re living the life you’re meant to live.

Quartering Your Year, a la Mode
This quartering of the year can be applied to any sign, but it must be done
by mode. Identifying the modes is like setting up four points on a compass,
but instead of directions, you’ll be using seasons.
If you’re cardinal, you divide by cardinal signs; if you’re fixed, you
divide by fixed signs; and if you’re mutable, you divide by mutable signs.
Here’s how it looks:

Aries (cardinal) will rise and shine in Capricorn (Dec. 21-Jan. 18), peak in Aries
(March 20-April 18), wrap it up in Cancer (June 21-July 21), and feel out of sorts in
Libra (Sept. 22—Oct. 22).

Taurus (fixed) will rise and shine in Aquarius (Jan. 19—Feb. 17), peak in Taurus
(April 19-May 19), wrap it up in Leo (July 22—Aug. 21), and feel out of sorts in
Scorpio (Oct. 23—Nov. 21).

Gemini (mutable) will rise and shine in Pisces (Feb. 18—March 19), peak in Gemini
(May 20—-June 20), wrap it up in Virgo (Aug. 22—-Sept. 21), and feel out of sorts in
Sagittarius (Nov. 22—-Dec. 20).

Cancer (cardinal) will rise and shine in Aries (March 20—-April 18), peak in Cancer
(June 21-July 21), wrap it up in Libra (Sept. 22—Oct. 22), and feel out of sorts in
Capricorn (Dec. 21-Jan. 18).

Leo (fixed) will rise and shine in Taurus (April 19—May 19), peak in Leo (July 22—
Aug. 21), wrap it up in Scorpio (Oct. 23—Nov. 21), and feel out of sorts in Aquarius
(Jan. 19-Feb. 17).

Virgo (mutable) will rise and shine in Gemini (May 20—June 20), peak in Virgo (Aug.
22—-Sept. 21), wrap it up in Sagittarius (Nov. 22—Dec. 20), and feel out of sorts in
Pisces (Feb. 18—March 19).



Libra (cardinal) will rise and shine in Cancer (June 21-July 21), peak in Libra (Sept.
22—0ct. 22), wrap it up in Capricorn (Dec. 21-Jan. 18), and feel out of sorts in Aries
(March 20-April 18).

Scorpio (fixed) will rise and shine in Leo (July 22—Aug. 21), peak in Scorpio (Oct.
23—-Nov. 21), wrap it up in Aquarius (Jan. 19—-Feb. 17), and feel out of sorts in
Taurus (April 19—May 19).

Sagittarius (mutable) will rise and shine in Virgo (Aug. 22—-Sept. 21), peak in
Sagittarius (Nov. 22—-Dec. 20), wrap it up in Pisces (Feb. 18—-March 19), and feel out
of sorts in Gemini (May 20-June 20).

Capricorn (cardinal) will rise and shine in Libra (Sept. 22—-Oct. 22), peak in
Capricorn (Dec. 21-Jan. 18), wrap it up in Aries (March 20—April 18), and feel out of
sorts in Cancer (June 21-July 21).

Aquarius (fixed) will rise and shine in Scorpio (Oct. 23—Nov. 21), peak in Aquarius
(Jan. 19-Feb. 17), wrap it up in Taurus (April 19-May 19), and feel out of sorts in
Leo (July 22—Aug. 21).

Pisces (mutable) will rise and shine in Sagittarius (Nov. 22—Dec. 20), peak in Pisces
(Feb. 18—March 19), wrap it up in Gemini (May 20—June 20), and feel out of sorts in
Virgo (Aug. 22—-Sept. 21).

REMINDER: These Sun sign dates are an approximation because they
sometimes change every year by a day. The Sun might transition zodiac
signs one day earlier or one day later. But it will never be more than by one
day. You’ll want to keep that in mind when plotting out your yearly
calendar. You can find the explanation for this in the Sun chapter on this

Rage.
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
